e Do not allow cats near treated clothing until it has fully dried. ¥
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8 " e Purchase from outdoor stores, hardware stores, online retailers.
e Spray your own clothing/gear or buy pre-treated items.
e Brand names include Sawyer (yellow bottle), Repel, Insect Shield. &

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Read label and follow instructions.

Do not apply permethrin to skin.

Do not apply permethrin to clothing or shoes while being worn.
Wear gloves while applying permethrin/handling damp clothing.
