	Name of Expenditure or ProgramRow1: Disaster Unemployment Assistance
	AmountRow1: $11,181,307
	OverviewRow1: Disaster Unemployment Assistance (DUA), also referred to as Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance, is a federal program that provides temporary financial assistance to individuals unemployed as a result of a major disaster declared by the President. The maximum duration of DUA Sandy benefits is 27 weeks. 
	Federal Department of OriginRow1: United States Department of Labor
	Federal Requirements  RestrictionsRow1: There are two major requirements for an individual to qualify for Disaster Unemployment Insurance (DUA):  1) the individual must be out of work as a “direct result” of a declared disaster; and 2) the individual does not qualify for regular unemployment insurance (UI) from any state.  Once found to be eligible for DUA, workers must actively look for work and accept suitable work offered them, not unlike UI recipients.  In addition, the individual must show that for every week he or she is collecting DUA, his or her unemployment continues to be the direct result of the disaster, not other factors.

	Other NotesRow1: Of the total amount $450,000 is for the administration of the program. As of March 21, 3,121 claims have been paid, and benefits of $3,954,350 have been disbursed.
