INTRODUCTION

     This brochure has been produced to introduce our staff and community to the Millville Public Schools Gifted and Talented Program.  The supervisor and teachers plan, coordinate and implement workshops and activities for the district’s GT   students.
      Mentorships, workshops, small group seminars, independent study and academic competitions play important roles within the GT Program.

      Through the GT Program, it is possible for students to attend college level workshops, develop legislative expertise and participate in numerous activities that reach beyond the traditional classroom.  All GT themes, projects and activities reflect integration of the New Jersey Core Curriculum Content Standards and district initiatives.
     Students are encouraged to investigate career choices and develop a sense of responsibility towards themselves and their community.  This takes place through volunteer public service and career mentoring projects.    
 The Millville Public Schools GT Program offers varied learning experiences designed to stimulate the academic, creative, cultural and individual needs of the students.  

      Each of the GT Program’s goals below will be introduced, reinforced and further developed year by year as the student progresses from the primary level through high school.

· To develop an awareness of learning communities for future college and career planning

·  To expand the student’s knowledge base of information through academic enrichment activities

· To encourage students to pursue areas that foster creativity, research and technical skills

· To provide career education awareness through mentorship’s with community members

· To develop an awareness of cultural contrasts and cultural links

· To develop high cognitive, affective and psychomotor skills

· To develop task commitment

· To provide guidance which will help the child develop a positive self-image

· To provide varied learning experiences outside of the traditional classroom setting

· To develop an awareness within each student of his or her unique potential.

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THE GIFTED AND TALENTED PROGRAM
The Millville Public Schools Gifted and Talented Program provides students with enrichment activities at the primary, elementary, middle and secondary levels.  Parent involvement is encouraged at all grade levels and includes family nights and Saturday field experiences.  GT Curriculum at each level is interdisciplinary reflecting integration of the NJCCCS, district initiatives, testing-taking strategies, and promoting, academic rigor, challenging students to maximize their (academic/intellectual) potential for future success.
(PEP) PRIMARY ENRICHMENT PROGRAM (GRS. K-2)
PEP provides enrichment services to primary grade level students demonstrating high achievement and academic potential.  The focus of PEP is to encourage the continuation of academic achievement from primary to intermediate grade levels and beyond. Students in grades 1 and 2 attend weekly workshops.  Interdisciplinary-based mini themes focus on literacy, math, science and character education.  Kindergarten students participate in whole class enrichment activities.
CULTURAL AWARENESS
The GT Cultural Awareness Program uses multi-cultural literature and enrichment activities with all students in grades K-5 district-wide.  It brings students whole classroom enrichment emphasizing cultural diversity and awareness with a student centered approach.
ELEMENTARY (GRS. 3-5)
Using a thematic, interdisciplinary approach, students attend weekly workshops with the district teacher of GT.  Workshop activities stress the development of problem solving skills and the application of these skills to life situations.  Creative and critical thinking skills are encouraged using an interdisciplinary approach to researching, writing, communicating and evaluating.  Program objectives also focus upon the student’s self-development, cooperative learning situations, development of leadership skills, independent study and cultural awareness.

MIDDLE SCHOOL (GRS. 6-8)
The GT Middle School Program focuses on:

· A thematic, interdisciplinary approach to curriculum emphasizing acceleration and differentiation.
· Oral communication, writing, research, and technology skills through independent project development.
· GT students come together in a challenging, risk-free environment with their academic peers during the regular school day.
