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The Curriculum

Millville Senior High School offers students a comprehensive curriculum including 11 Advanced Placement courses as well as Honors and College Preparatory levels in all major subject areas. Beginning with the 2008-2009 school year our grading scale is A+ = 100 – 98; A = 97 – 95; 
A- = 94 – 92; B+ = 91 – 89; B = 88 – 86; B- = 85 – 83; C+ = 82 – 80; C = 79 – 77; C- = 76 – 74; 
D+ = 73 – 71; D = 70 – 68; D- = 67 – 65; F = 64 - 0. Graduation requirements include 4 years of English, Physical Education and Health; 3 years of Mathematics and Science; 2 years each of American History and Fine/Practical/Performing Arts; 1 year each of World Language and World History. The total graduation credit requirement is 125 credits.
