Computer Lab          Excel and Spreadsheets

O: SWBAT create a spreadsheet and various types and styles of graphs; discover options and activities available when using a spreadsheet to organize your data.

P:  Students are to read and follow the Group Graphing worksheet.  Students learn through discovery how to create different charts, pictures and graphs to make the work easier to read and more interesting.  As a group create a bar graph and go thorough the steps for changing colors, changing from bars to pictures to represent a certain category, adding pictures to make your spreadsheet more creative and changing the bar graph to any of the other 50 + choices of graphs.

* We were very busy in the computer lab today.  I believe it is because this is the first time this year we have been their.  Students need exposure to using the computer in math much earlier in the year if these activities are to be successful.  Also it was nice to have an extra person in the computer lab helping to guide the students and make sure they are on track.  See if one computer can be hooked up to the television for better teacher guidance and explanation.
A:  Sw print out a sample graph with the data supplied that is unique, individual and easy to read.

Computer Lab Day 2

O:  SWBAT create a spreadsheet with the data they collected about themselves over the spring break; they will also use the time well spent data to create different graphs and charts to represent their data.

P:  SW create a spreadsheet and fill in their data collected from one week.  Students are to create at least four different graphs or charts to represent their data.  Students are then allowed to make their work creative and unique by changing the design, color, font, and adding pictures to represent categories. Students will save their work to be used again on another computer day and print a copy of what they have finished.

* Most students finished their spreadsheet today.  Students who did not finish will complete it the next time we are in the computer lab.
A:  Students time on task, a completed hard copy of  their time well spent worksheet  and a copy of the work completed for the day.  Finished products will be hung in the hall way.  Those not finished will be able to complete them when we return to the computer lab at the end of April.
