Project Ideas
Perimeter:  fence, garden, borders for walls, 

Area:  carpet, wood floor, top soil, cement, & grass.

Percent:  discounts on clothing, furniture, 

Comparison:  comparing prices at food store, example; five 12 packs of soda for $10.00 or four 12 packs of soda for $9.00; any type of shopping around for the best price, like for buying cars & computers.

Fractions:  pizza divided up among friends at a party.  

Banking:  bill paying, making deposits and withdraws.  

Time:  reading bus or train schedules to figure out arrival and or departure times.

Maps:  reading maps to determine scale, rates and amount of time to get to designation.  

Savings:  setting a goal for a certain amount of money needed for a large purchase.  How long until goal is met?  How much is needed to save each day/week/month?  Interest earned?  Fees bank charges for saving money?
Height of an object:  figure out how tall a building or a tall object using a mirror or a picture using your knowledge of similarity/scale.  

Mental math:  figure out tips for eating out and store discounts.  Example:  10% of a $50.00 meal would be $5.00 tip.  Just move decimal one place to left.  

Probability:  playing games.  Examples:  using spinner, dice, hats, cards, etc.  

Graphs, tables, patterns:  pie charts, bar graphs, line graphs, & tables.  
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
