Lesson Plan for Tech Math Project
Objective:  SWBAT recognize that math is used in everyday life.  SWBAT write a math story that has a beginning, middle with a problem to solve, and an end with a solution to the problem.  SWBAT use power point and make an oral presentation.  
Anticipatory set:  Teacher and students will read aloud, “Al and Gebra”.  Page numbers will be selected by teacher at time of project.  Teacher will have students work in computer lab using Power Point.  Teacher will distribute directions with examples for students to read and follow individually.  
Method:  T will introduce project.  Student may work in pairs or individually.  Teacher will brain storm with whole class project ideas for their math story.  Teacher will present an example of a math story on the overhead.  Student will see both story layout and how it will be put into power point slides.  Teacher will distribute grading rubric to be used for final project grade and discuss.  Teacher will distribute copies of blank power point slides so student can transfer their revised hand written story onto the blank power point slides.  Once the blank power point slides are completed with the final draft of their story, the student will make their power point project.  Once power point is complete, student will present the project to the class.  As student is presenting, student will also teach their math problem that was presented in the story to the class.  
Materials: “Al and Gebra” book, notebook paper, calculators, computers, power point direction booklet, blank power point slides, teacher math story example and overhead, and grading rubric.
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
