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Overview: Students will have had many experiences with linear relationships while working in CMP Variables and Pattern.  The culminating activity is to participate in a demonstration lesson. After the lesson students will work cooperatively to create graphs of their own.

Materials: The attached worksheets, CBR , graphing calculator with overhead attachments.

Lesson: Students as a whole group will be able to explore different situations that will create lines on the graphing calculator. 


Example situations:  Have students walk toward the CBR.  Have students note what happens to the line on the graphing calculator

Have students walk away from the CBR.  Have students note what happens to the line on the graphing calculator

Have students walk away and then stop. Have students note what happens to the line on the graphing calculator

Have students walk toward the CBR and then stop. Have students note what happens to the line on the graphing calculator

Have students jump up and down.  Have students note what happens to the line on the graphing calculator

Have students walk quickly and walk slowly. Have students note what happens to the line on the graphing calculator

Have students stand still.  Have students note what happens to the line on the graphing calculator

*After students have explored the different situations, they should complete the worksheet attached.  The students should describe what the walker did to make the graphs.  After students describe what the walker did, they should try to replicate it with the CBR and graphing calculator.  

Debriefing:  Students should then share their experiences and write in their reflective journal about the key questions.  Students will then make presentations to class on specific findings.
