Guarnieri to do a play in the summer of
1970. The production of Hamlet was so suc-
cessful that Shakespeare ’70 was asked to
return the following summer. John Erath was
asked to take over as director that summer,
and has continued in that capacity for the
past 35 years.

Gerry Guarnieri was a graduate of
Temple University’s Communications/The-
ater program and studied acting with the
late William Hickey at HB Studios in New
York. He served as designer for many area
theatres, operas and playhouses. Who’s
Who in The East credits him with design-
ing the first multi-media production of
Mozart’s comic opera, The Magic Flute.

John F. Erath, Ph.D., the company’s
president, recently retired from The College
of New Jersey after 39 years on the faculty
of the English Department. Nine years ago
John established a partnership with TCNJ
whereby Shakespeare ’70 plays often fit into
the curriculum. Students not only attend
performances, but get involved both on-
stage and off.

Shakespeare ’70 has had a long history
of delivering classical theater to Mercer
County audiences. After 36 seasons at the
Open Air Theatre in Washington Crossing
Park the company moved its summer
Shakespeare production to the Kelsey The-
atre at Mercer County Community College.
Now in residence at TCNJ, the company
works closely with the college drama pro-
gram and their students to produce two other
annual performances there.

Janet Quartarone and Dale Simon will
portray the battling exes in Noel Coward’s
Private Lives.

The 2007 season opens with Noel
Coward’s Private Lives at TCNJ’s Black
Box Theatre in Kendall Hall on February
15-17 and 22-24 at 8 p.m. & February 25 at
2 p.m.

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A regional consortium of
ensembles, performers, and
teachers of Medieval, Renais-
sance and Baroque music
was organized in 2004. After
years of collaborating in con-
certs, musicians have joined
together to promote early
music through performance,
education and outreach.

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Kwanzaa
Kwanzaa, a week-

long celebration honor-
ing African-American
heritage, is observed be-
tween December 26 and
January 1. Its origins are
in the first harvest cel-
ebrations of Africa, from
which it takes its name.
“Matunda ya kwanza”
means “first fruits” in
Kiswahili.

At its founding in 1966,
an additional “a” was
added to have a letter rep-
resent each of the Seven
Principles of African
communitar ian—Nguzo
Saba. These values stress fam-
ily, community and culture.

The seven tenets of
Nguzo Saba are: Umoja
(Unity), Kujichagulia (Self-
Determination), Ujima (Col-
lective Work and Responsi-
bility), Ujamaa (Cooperative
Economics), Nia (Purpose),
Kuumba (Creativity), and
Imani (Faith).

The daily greeting during
the seven-day celebration is
Habari gani?, What’s the
news? and the answer is
each of the principles for
each of the days of
Kwanzaa. Symbols of
Kwanzaa are set in a central
place in the home. A table is
spread with a beautiful piece
of African cloth, the mkeka
(mat made of straw) is
placed down and on it are
placed Mazao (fruits and
vegetables); Vibunzi/
Muhindi (ears of corn to re-

flect the number of children
in the household); Kikombe
cha umoja (communal unity
cup); and a Kinara (candle
holder) with Mishumaa saba
(seven candles, one black
for the people, three red for
their struggle, and three
green for the future and
hope that comes from their
struggle).

The black candle repre-
sents the first principle
Umoja (unity) and is placed
in the center of the kinara.
The red candles represent
the principles of Kujichagulia
(self-determination), Ujamaa
(cooperative economics)
and Kuumba (creativity) and
are placed to the left of the
black candle. The green
candles represent the prin-
ciples of Ujima (collective
work and responsibility), Nia
(purpose) and Imani (faith)
and are placed to the right
of the black candle. The
black candle is lit first on the

first day of the
celebration. And
the remaining
candles are lit af-
terwards from left
to right on the fol-
lowing days.
This procedure is
to indicate that
the people come
first, then the
struggle and
then the hope
that comes from
the struggle.

A Kwanzaa
ceremony would

include drumming and mu-
sical selections, libations, a
reading of African history or
discussion of the African
principle of the day, a
candle-lighting ritual, artistic
performance, and, finally, a
feast. Zawadi (artistic or edu-
cational gifts that are enrich-
ing) are traditionally ex-
changed between parents
and children on January 1st,
the last day of Kwanzaa.

March 1. Artwork may be
mailed, dropped off at the
Domestic Arts Building or
emailed to gtotaro@grounds
forsculpture.org.

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West Windsor Arts Council
In the fall of 2001, West

Windsor Mayor Hsueh
formed the Mayor’s Art Cen-
ter Formation Task Force to
establish a plan to develop an
arts center utilizing the historic
Princeton Junction
Firehouse. From that group
came the West Windsor Arts
Council. By 2002, the volun-
teer group had begun produc-
ing community arts programs
at various venues throughout
West Windsor.

Later that year, the group
voted to apply for non-profit
status and a board of directors
was created to oversee devel-
opment of the new arts coun-
cil. In May 2003, the West
Windsor Township Council
voted unanimously to accept
a resolution to establish a new
arts center in the old firehouse,
with management provided by
WWAC. WWAC received its
non-profit status determination
from the IRS in January of
2004.

Most recently, the town
council approved a Memo-
randum of Understanding
between the township and
WWAC. The September
2006 signing of this docu-
ment was a critical milestone
leading toward the conver-
sion of the firehouse into an
arts center.

As WWAC works to se-
cure a permanent space they
have found unique venues to
provide arts programming. A
collaboration with the West
Windsor Community
Farmer’s Market enabled the
council to present regular per-
formances, organize art
stands and boutiques.
Nassau Park Pavilion was
used for an opera concert,
Summer Solstice Poetry read-
ing and Autumn Art Afternoon.

The most significant
event related to manage-
ment was the decision by
the WWAC board to hire
Eduardo Garcia as the

council’s executive director.
He has over 30 years experi-
ence in arts administration
within New Jersey.

Mr. Garcia has been work-
ing to establish collabora-
tions with area arts organi-
zations to produce an ever-
expanding variety of pro-
grams. He has partnered
with local businesses who
provide a growing base of
support and promotion. On-
going outreach efforts de-
vised to address the cultural
needs of a widely diverse
community continue with
various multicultural asso-
ciations representing a vari-
ety of ethnic backgrounds. 

A collaboration with the
West Windsor Public Library
has provided WWAC with a
setting for poetry readings,
music programs and film
screenings. The West
Windsor Film Series begins
on January 6 at 7:30 p.m.
with Balzac and the Little
Chinese Seamstress, writ-
ten and directed by Dai Sijie,
in the West Windsor Library
at 333 North Post Road in
Princeton Junction.

New Jersey Volunteer
Lawyers for the Arts (NJVLA)
is a legal referral service for
members of the state’s arts
and cultural community.
Their efforts are focused, in
particular, toward low income
artists and non-profit arts and
cultural organizations.
NJVLA provides services in
three primary areas—legal
education, legal referrals and
representation, and dispute
resolution.

NJVLA founders are part-
ners in New Jersey’s top law
firms, retired judges, law
school professors, and the
publisher of New Jersey’s
legal newspaper of record.
They provide legal referrals
to volunteer attorneys and
teach artists about their legal
rights and responsibilities in
developing, protecting, and
realizing the value in their
work.

Artists face more legal
challenges than ever before.
The internet has created new
copyright and trademark in-
fringement issues. A bur-
geoning cable industry,
clambering for quality pro-
gramming from independent
producers, means contract
concerns. Gentrification of
inner-cities has diminished
the availability of affordable
housing and artists’ work
space.

Legal referrals will involve
matching lawyers with skills
and experience that match

the need of a specific, quali-
fying, artist or organization,
and to perform the work pro
bono. Two of the three refer-
ral services provided by
NJVLA are available to any-
one regardless of income:

•LEGAL LINE – a one-
time phone call to a volunteer
attorney usually 30-60 min-
utes in length.

•LAW FAX – a document
review service whereby a vol-
unteer attorney will review a
contract or other legal docu-
ment of up to three pages in
length.

The third referral service
is for artists who meet income
requirements and arts and
cultural organizations who
meet budget limits:

FULL-SERVICE – NJVLA
will attempt to match the cli-
ent with a volunteer attorney
who will provide legal repre-
sentation for a specific mat-
ter. Eligible recipients must
meet the following criteria:

•An artist must have an
annual income and assets
equal to or lesser than
$30,000; or $50,000 for mar-
ried or cohabitating artists;
with $2,000 per dependent
credit.

•An arts or cultural orga-
nization must be a 501(c)3
corporation (or planning to
become one) with an annual
budget (as opposed to in-
come) of less than $750,000.

War festival in America will
occupy downtown Trenton
December 26-30. The same
streets and fields where
George Washington, after
the famous Christmas Day
Delaware River crossing, sur-
prised and beat the Hessians
and the British will be filled
with reenactors. The First
and Second Battles of Tren-
ton, which changed the
course of the war and made
possible the American na-
tion, will once again rage be-
tween The Patriots and the
Red Coats. “To arms!”

Educational and entertain-
ing events returning from last
year include: Lectures on
Revolution 101, the History of
Tea, Early American Domes-
tic Arts; 18th Century Trials,
dramatized by the American
Historical Theatre; the com-
edy and wit of The Capitol
Steps; Tours of the Trenton
Battlefield, Washing-ton’s
route from the Delaware
crossing through Trenton to
Princeton, and the New Jer-

sey State House; Thomas
Paine reading from The

Children’s education pro-
gramming includes a day-
long patriotic arts camps at
ARTworks and 18th Century
crafts at the William Trent
House.

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On July 8, 1776,
the Declaration of
Independence was
first read publicly in
three cities: Phila-
delphia, Easton
(PA), and Trenton.
Historians believe
that the Trenton
reading may actu-
ally have been the
first of the three and,
thus, the first in the
nation.

Trenton Down-
town Association
commissioned mu-
ralist Illia Barger to
recreate one of
Trenton’s true his-
toric moments. This
was accomplished
with a sweeping de-
piction of the reading of the
Declaration of Independence
at the Hunterdon County
Courthouse, which stood
across the street from the
mural site on South Warren
Street.

A new Hunterdon County
Courthouse was erected in
Flemington in 1791. In 1838,
the state legislature, carved
Mercer County out of
Hunterdon, Somerset,
Burlington and Middlesex
counties. The new county
was named after General
Hugh Mercer, a distinguished
Revolutionary War hero who
died from wounds he re-
ceived during the Battle of
Princeton in 1777.

Trenton’s Historical Mural Illustrates Our Nation’s Beginnings

Historical mural on the back wall of the Weidel Insurance Company at
23 S. Warren Street.

Experts at the Old Bar-
racks Museum worked
closely with the muralist to
make sure the Colonial garb
and other historical aspects
were correct on the mural
that measures 36 feet tall by
60 feet wide. Gyasi
Mann, Fred Minus, Algernon
Ward and Noah Lewis ap-
pear as African-American fig-
ures in the mural. Kyle Allen
is the Drummer Boy. The im-
age of Richard Patterson, Di-
rector of the Old Barracks
Museum, appears as the
reader of The Declaration of
Independence at the top of
the stairs. Many other Old
Barracks staff members ap-

pear as figures in the mural.
An element of the paint-

ing that Illia Barger
named “The Wind of
Change” for freedom ani-
mated the dress and hair of
the female spectator in the
center of the crowd.  

The mural is made con-
temporary by the inclusion
of everyday people from to-
day—black, white, young,
old, male and female. This
was Illia’s way of illustrating
how the Declaration starts
out, “We the people.” There
is even a silhouette of the
mural’s vandal, who briefly
delayed the public presenta-
tion of the mural, in the
barred jail window on the left.
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A Place in Time Domestic Arts Building

Domestic Arts Building at Grounds for Sculpture.

The Domestic Arts Build-
ing at the Grounds for
Sculpture was originally
constructed in the 1920s as
an exhibit hall for New Jer-
sey State Fair. It housed dis-
plays of handicrafts, needle-
work, canned goods, and
other practical arts relating
to the home. The ornamen-
tal terra-cotta tiles, which
decorate the entrance, were
made by the Mueller Mosaic
Company of Trenton.

Fairs were held intermit-
tently in Trenton Township
since 1745. A royal charter
granted by King George II, al-
lowing fairs for the purpose
of buying and selling live-
stock and other merchan-
dise, established the first fair
in Colonial America. In 1797
State Legislature banned all
fairs until a revision was
sought by the State Agricul-
tural Society in 1858. Agricul-
tural fairs with thoroughbred
horse racing were held spo-
radically in the mid-1880s.

The Inter-State Fair Asso-
ciation, established in 1888,
purchased acreage for a
fairgrounds with a racetrack.
Their events were hugely
successful, drawing crowds
to view the displays of live-
stock, agricultural products
and farming equipment, cu-
linary arts and needlework.
Midway attractions and en-
tertainment were popular.
Special events included a

sculpture. A gazebo with a
deck was constructed by
the lotus pond. There’s
even a helipad.

The Motor Exhibit Build-
ing was renovated to pro-
vided artist’s studios, stor-
age, and a central bay area.
The circa 1940 steel-framed
Museum building, erected
to shelter Fair exhibits of
small livestock, was moved
and transformed into a mod-
ern, glass-walled exhibition
space. Sculptures in a vari-
ety of media, from metal to
plaster to paper, by some of
the world’s finest contempo-
rary artists are displayed
there.

As auto-
mobiles replaced horses for
transportation, cars became
the main attraction on the
fairground’s racetrack.

Dwindling attendance
and profits forced the owner
to sell the land in 1980 when
the NJ State Fair was held
for the last time on this site.

In 1989 construction be-
gan on Grounds For Sculp-
ture. The park was designed
to provide an arboretum-like
setting, with flowering
shrubs, deciduous trees
and unique evergreens.
Berms and waterways were
excavated to create topo-
graphical contours and
