to catch your bus.  
·  If you are riding the Ewing Shuttle to connect with either 

NJTRANSIT’s 601 or 606 bus route, locate the transfer point on 
the map identified with a blue circle with the route number. 

·  If it is safe to do so, the Ewing Shuttle will make stops to board 
and discharge passengers at locations that are not marked with 
a NJTRANSIT bus stop sign or at a timepoint.
