The proposed project will include the rehabilitation of five rental

units within a six-unit multi-family residential structure. The

five rental units will be funded under the Landlord Rental Repair Program (LRRP). The subject property is currently a single-
story, six-unit rental property with one of the units being owner-occupied. Because the sixth unit is owner-occupied, it does not
qualify for LRRP funding. The existing structure was constructed on a slab on grade foundation. The property contains the
building and an asphalt parking lot. The property is approximately 0.125 acre and is situated behind a parking lot near the

corners of Sampson Avenue and Ocean Terrace in Seaside He

ights Borough in Ocean County, New Jersey. Ocean County

property records list no date of construction for the structure. Additionally, the applicant's name as listed on the property
record, is misspelled, “Fioretta” should be “Firetto”. The building is connected to municipal utilities including water, sewer,
electric and natural gas. The structure was damaged as a result of Superstorm Sandy. The property record for the structure
provides a value of $313,200, while the estimated cost of repairs and estimated work in place totals $326,847.94 resulting in a
104% improvement value. The cost of rehabilitation is greater than 50% of the pre-storm market value of the structure before it
was damaged. Therefore, the proposed action is considered a “Substantial Improvement” as defined in 24 CFR 55.2(b)(10)

and will be considered major rehabilitation.
