ADOPTED AMENDMENT TO THE OCEAN COUNTY WATER QUALITY
MANAGEMENT PLAN

Public Notice

Take notice that on DEC 11 Wﬂ@pursuant to the provisions of the New Jersey
Water Quality Planning Act, N.J.S.A. 58:11A-1 et seq., and the Statewide Water
Quality Management Planning Rules (N.J.A.C. 7:15-3.4), an amendment to the
Ocean County Water Quality Management (WQM) Plan was adopted by the
Department. This amendment also modifies the Ocean County Central Planning
Area Wastewater Management Plan. 'This amendment, submitted on behalf of
Ocean Township, Ocean County, allows for the removal of areas of the Township
that were previously designated to be serviced by sanitary sewers located in
Planning Area 5 that are not currently served by sanitary sewers. The area
removed from the Ocean County Ulilities Authority's Central Planning Area’s
Wastewater Pollution Control Facility sewer service area is approximately 600
acres. The areas removed from the sewer service area include: a tract located
north of Wells Mills Road and west of Route 9; a second ftract located
immediately east of the Garden State Parkway, between the Township’s
southern municipal border and Wells Mills Road; and other identified wetland
areas throughout the Township. Submission of this amendment is required as

part of the Township’s Planning and Implementation Agreement with the State

Planning Commission.

This amendment has been reviewed in accordance with Executive Order 109
(2000) and N.J.A.C. 7:15-5.18. Ground water quality in areas served by
Individual Subsurface Sewage Disposal Systems (septic systems), will be
protected by the adoption of a Township zoning ordinance that requires, as part
of the subdivision and site plan approval process, an applicant apply a nitrate
dilution analysis to ensure that the number of units allowed, regardless of the

underlying zoning, supports conformance with the groundwater standards. On
