· Any alteration of facilities must comply with Appendix A to part 36 of title 28, Code of Federal Regulations, the “Americans with Disabilities Guidelines for Buildings and Facilities” or Appendix A of subpart 101-19.6, of title 41, Code of federal regulations the ‘Uniform Federal Accessibility Standards’. (34 CFR §300.718)

· The requirements in 34 CFR Part 76 regarding construction, including the requirements in 34 CFR §§75.600-75.617 that are incorporated by reference in 34 CFR §76.600 
· The general criteria for allowable costs under any federal award as directed by OMB Circular A-87 (2CFR Part 225)
· If an LEA uses IDEA Part B ARRA funds for construction, it must comply with specific requirements relating to the use of American iron, steel and manufactured goods used in the project (ARRA section 1605 – page 189), as well as the wage rate provisions of ARRA section 1606 (page 189).

· ARRA section 1604 (page 189) prohibits the use if any ARRA funds, including IDEA Part B ARRA funds , for any casino or other gambling establishment, aquarium, zoo, golf course, or swimming pool
