FOR A PUBLIC RELATIONS PLAN

Implementation of a Public Relations Plan
Good public relations can build a favorable image, stimulate interest, achieve good will, influence opinion and legislation, and keep people informed.

1. Set objectives—develop a simple, inclusive statement of your public relations purpose.

2. Create a public relations plan.

3. Appoint a public relations contact person.

4. Organize a public relations committee.

5. Create a list of the people you want to reach.

6. Use various methods to deliver your message—newspapers, radio, television, buttons, signs, posters, handouts, and/or telephone calls.

7. Accumulate resources—newspaper clippings, samples/drafts of articles, and press releases.
