
Suggestions for Developing 

Community Partnerships

 
With Charter Schools

· Reach out to local service organizations/civic clubs such as Rotary and Chamber of Commerce.
· Plan an event that includes local community leaders, businesses, and not-for-profit agencies to:

· Honor a special achievement/person.
· Celebrate a holiday.
· Kick-off a community service project.
· Conduct a student/teacher/parent performance program.
· Hold a student art show.
· Plan a recurring (monthly) event on a limited basis, such as honoring different community leaders at a monthly luncheon.
· Invite local community leaders, businesses, and not-for-profit agencies to visit/speak at the charter school.
· Develop a “Sharing Talents and Skills Program” by inviting community members to share their knowledge, talents, and skills with students.
· Ask businesses to display student artwork on a specific date and invite residents to “stroll the shops and view the student art displays.”
· Invite community leaders to become volunteer mentors.
· Invite community leaders to read to students.
· Invite community leaders to “teach” a class.
· Have students bring plants to nursing homes and/or visit patients on a regular basis.
· Have classes “adopt a street” to help keep the community clean.
· Invite a civic club or chamber of commerce to hold their weekly/monthly meeting at your school.
· Set up an information booth at local malls/street fairs.
· Celebrate different cultures by having students/parents prepare a potluck dinner and invite community leaders.
