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SECTION 1:  GRANT PROGRAM INFORMATION

1.1 DESCRIPTION OF THE GRANT PROGRAM

It is the intent of Stewart B. McKinney-Vento Act for the Education of Homeless Children and Youth program to ensure that homeless children and youth have equal access to a free, appropriate public education, and to be able to enroll in, and attend school.  The Stewart B. McKinney-Vento grant program funds are to provide support services for homeless children and youth designed to assure their school success.

The New Jersey Department of Education (NJDOE) has established a three-year grant program which focuses on the provision of instructional services that are supplemental to the regular school program and on referral services to appropriate community-based organizations with the goal of enabling all homeless children and youth to meet challenging state content and student performance standards. The purpose of this grant program is to assist partnerships of educational agencies and community-based organizations in New Jersey in providing educational programs and services for homeless children and youth residing in the partnership’s project area.  Based on the availability of federal resources, this three-year grant program will begin September 1, 2009 and end on August 31, 2012.  The initial award year will be September 1, 2009 through August 31, 2010.  

1.1.1    BACKGROUND

            The McKinney Homeless Assistance Act was amended most recently as part of the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001.

            The Act requires that each state ensure:  (1) each homeless child have equal access to the same free, appropriate public education, including a public preschool education, as provided to other children; (2) any State that has a compulsory residency requirement as a component of the State’s compulsory school attendance laws or other laws, regulations, practices, or policies that may act as a barrier to the enrollment, attendance or success in school of homeless children and youth, will review and undertake steps to revise such laws, regulations, practices, or policies to afford the same free, appropriate public education as provided to other children; (3) homeless children are not separated from the mainstream school environment by virtue of their homeless status; and (4) homeless children and youth have access to the supplemental educational and support services that such children and youths need to ensure that they have an opportunity to meet the same challenging State student academic achievement standards to which all students are held.

ELIGIBILITY TO APPLY

Entities eligible to apply:

   New Jersey local education agencies (LEAs). 

The lead agency in this partnership must be a New Jersey local education agency.   The applying LEA will be the lead agency and will be required to assist in the identification, enrollment and delivery of services to all McKinney-Vento eligible children and youth within the geographical boundaries of the inter-county regional projects as specified in Table I.  Applicants proposing to serve any variance from the projects will not be considered for an award.  Applicants may apply for more than one regional project and must submit a separate application for each region.  
Local education agencies must collaborate with social service and community based organizations, which have a demonstrated organizational commitment and capacity to serve individuals experiencing homelessness or those who are at-risk, to develop an application and administer a program. All community based organizations interested in collaborating in this grant opportunity are encouraged to solicit local education agencies in their service area to apply.    
The lead agency identified in the initial application must continue to serve in the capacity as such throughout the three year grant cycle.  It is also expected that the partnership established between the lead and community based organizations maintain and build upon its original membership throughout the entire multi-year grant period.  

The goals and objectives for each Stewart B. McKinney project are developed in the project’s first year application in response to the initiating multi-year Notice of Grant Opportunity.  It is expected that each succeeding year’s application will consistently build upon that framework.

Applications submitted by local education agencies must be signed by the superintendent of the school district or designee.  The Documentation of Partner Participation (Attachment A) form found in the appendixes section of the NGO is also required as part of the application process. 

1.3       FEDERAL COMPLIANCE REQUIREMENTS (DUNS, CCR)

In accordance with the Federal Fiscal Accountability Transparency Act (FFATA), all grant recipients must have a valid DUNS number and must also be registered with the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) database.  DUNS numbers are issued by Dun and Bradstreet and are available free of charge to all entities required to register under FFATA.

Applications are required to submit their DUNS number and expiration date (form found in DGA) of their CCR registration as part of the application and must certify that they will ensure that their CCR registration will remain active for the entire grant period.  No award will be made to an applicant not in compliance with FFATA.  

1.4   STATUTORY/REGULATORY SOURCE AND FUNDING 

The applicant’s project must be designed and implemented in conformance with all applicable state and federal regulations.  The program is authorized under Title VII-B of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (42 USC 11431 et seq.) and reauthorized under the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB), P.L. 107-110.  It is federally funded under NCLB ($691,419) and the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), P.L. 111-5 ($908,581) for a total allocation of $1.6 million for year one of this three-year grant cycle.  

To ensure the equitable distribution of funding and that all identified homeless children and youth in the state are served, Stewart B. McKinney-Vento Program funds will be awarded to at least one LEA within each inter-county regional area, as outlined in       Table I.  Local education agencies may apply for the amount specified in the column which corresponds to the inter-county regional project for which they are applying.  Year two and three funding is subject to availability, and will be published in year two and year three Notice of Grant Opportunities (NGO), respectively.   

Stewart B. McKinney-Vento Program applications that score 65 and above are eligible for funding consideration.  In the event that there are no awards in a region, those funds will be prorated to the funded grantees. There is a maximum of one grant award for each region.     
Final awards are subject to the availability of McKinney-Vento federal funds. If balances are available, or if additional funds become available during the fiscal year, the funds will be prorated to the grantees according to the count of homeless children.
Please note, the following table outlines the number of homeless children and youth reported as homeless during the 2007-2008 school year, and should be used as a reference when developing plans for the project’s identification and provision of services to homeless children and youth.

1.9   ASSESSMENT OF STATEWIDE PROGRAM RESULTS

The NJDOE will conduct periodic reviews of the grant program’s implementation based on the program outlined in the grant award agreement and the required programmatic and fiscal reports for the first grant award period.  In conducting these reviews, the NJDOE will consider program implementation in the context of a full multi-year grant program, and whether such implementation is likely to contribute to a successful program implemented over multiple years. 

Staff members of the Office of Grants Management will conduct desk reviews of quarterly and final fiscal reports.  Staff members from the Office of Student Achievement and Accountability will conduct desk reviews of quarterly program and fiscal reports, as well as conduct compliance oversight and compliance monitoring during the grant award period, in accordance with NJDOE policy.

In addition to the submission of the aforementioned reports, grant award recipients must be prepared to submit to the Office of Student Achievement and Accountability, NJDOE and/or its designees, data including but not limited to, measuring the level of proficiency on the state assessments of children and youth experiencing homelessness.  

SECTION 2:  PROJECT GUIDELINES

The intent of this section is to provide the applicant with the program framework within which it will plan, design, and develop its proposed project to meet the purpose of this grant program. Before preparing applications, potential applicants are advised to review Section 1.1, Description of the Grant Program, of this NGO to ensure a full understanding of the state’s vision and purpose for offering the program. Additionally, the information contained in Section 2 will complete the applicant’s understanding of the specific considerations and requirements that are to be considered and/or addressed in their project. 

When developing an application, the agency must use the Discretionary Grant Application (DGA). The DGA contains the requirements, forms and instructions applicable to all grant programs. The application selection process is based upon conformance with the application requirements contained in the DGA and the project specific information contained in Sections 2 and 3 of this NGO.

2.1
PROJECT DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS

The goals and objectives for each Stewart B. McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Project are developed in the program’s first year application in response to this Notice of Grant Opportunity.  The grant application must address the fact that homeless children and youth have needs above and beyond those of other students.  It is important, however, not to stigmatize or classify these students as being any different from any other child or youth, but rather to focus on the delivery of services in ensuring that homeless children and youth enroll in and, attend school, and meet the same challenging standards that all other students are expected to meet.

Successful programs identify practices that are necessary to ongoing program management.  Many of these programs include the following practices: 

· Oversight of successful ongoing implementation of all program components by the lead agency, regardless of which collaborator has responsibility for which component. Collaborators and other participating agencies should meet periodically to review progress toward program goals and review each agency’s continued role and responsibilities to the Stewart B. McKinney-Vento project.

· Development of activities that respond to both intended and unintended outcomes.  Programs must be prepared to be flexible to be effective.

· Effective use of available resources and recognition of individual accountability among collaborating agencies to maximize progress toward achieving program goals.

· Increased efforts to expand the number of collaborating agencies as programs enter each succeeding year in order to increase available resources and expand services.

An LEA must use McKinney-Vento NCLB funds and ARRA funds to assist homeless children and youth in enrolling, attending, and succeeding in school.  In particular, the funds may support the following activities:

1. Paying for the salary of the federally and state required position of the local liaison for homeless children and youth. 

2. Tutoring, supplemental instruction, and other educational services that help homeless children and youth reach the same challenging State content and State student performance standards to which all children are held.  As clearly specified in the ESEA, as reauthorized by the NCLB Act, all academic enrichment programs for disadvantaged students, including programs for homeless students, must be aligned with State standards and curricula.  Additionally, when offering supplemental instruction, LEAs should focus on providing services for children and youth that reflect scientifically based research as the foundation for programs and strategies to ensure academic success. 
3. Expedited evaluations of eligible students to measure their strengths and needs. These evaluations should be done promptly in order to avoid a gap in the provision of necessary services to those children and youth. Evaluations may also determine a homeless child or youth’s eligibility for other programs and services, including educational programs for gifted and talented students, special education and related services for children with disabilities, English language acquisition, vocational education, school lunch, and appropriate programs or services under ESEA.

4. Programs and other activities designed to raise awareness among educators and pupil services personnel of the rights of homeless children and youth under the McKinney-Vento Act, and the special needs such children and youth have as a result of their homelessness.

5. Referrals of eligible students to medical, dental, mental, and other health services.

6. Paying the excess cost of transportation not otherwise provided through Federal, State, or local funds, to enable students to attend schools selected under section 722(g)(3) of the McKinney-Vento Act.

7. Developmentally appropriate early childhood education programs for homeless children of preschool age that are not provided through other Federal, State, or local funds.

8. Services and assistance to attract, engage, and retain homeless children and youth, and unaccompanied youth, in public school programs and services provided to non-homeless children and youth.

9. Before- and after-school programs, mentoring, and summer programs for homeless children and youth.  Qualified personnel may provide homework assistance, tutoring, and supervision of other educational instruction in carrying out these activities.

10. Paying fees and costs associated with tracking, obtaining, and transferring records necessary for the enrollment of students in school.  The records may include birth certificates, guardianship records, immunization records, academic records, and evaluations of students needed to determine eligibility for other programs and services.

11. Education and training programs for parents of homeless children and youth regarding the rights their children have as homeless individuals and regarding the educational and other resources available to their children.

12. Programs coordinating services provided by schools and other agencies to eligible students in order to expand and enhance such services.  Coordination with programs funded under the Runaway and Homeless Youth Act should be included in this effort.

13. Pupil services programs providing violence prevention counseling and referrals to such counseling.

14. Programs addressing the particular needs of eligible students that may arise from domestic violence.

15. Providing supplies to non-school facilities serving eligible students and adapting these facilities to enable them to provide services.

16. Providing school supplies to eligible students at shelters, temporary housing facilities, and other locations as appropriate.

17. Providing extraordinary or emergency services to eligible students as necessary to enroll and retain such children and youth in school.

In addition, quality homeless education programs consider the special needs of those experiencing homelessness.  General principles for operating quality homeless education programs include:

· Strengthening links with social service agencies in an effort to ensure delivery of comprehensive services to homeless children and youth based on needs;

· Sharing strategies for self-sufficiency with homeless families;

· Ensuring the identification of all homeless children and youth;

· Developing staff awareness of each other’s roles and responsibilities in the project;

· Providing continuous and meaningful opportunities for training and professional development;

· Providing program services that are supportive of the entire family;

· Providing opportunities for homeless children and youth to experience activities which they may not otherwise experience due to socio-economic status;
· Assuring the capacity to serve homeless special needs students;

· Developing effective systems to address the transportation needs of homeless children and their families;

· Accessing existing Title I and other educational services to address the comprehensive needs of homeless children and youth;

· Assuring the provision of counseling services to allow homeless children and youth to address their emotional and social issues, challenges, or concerns due to homelessness;

· Establishing relationships with businesses or organizations who are able to provide supplies or materials that students in homeless situation may not otherwise be able to afford;

· Ensuring that the district has developed a systematic process for the collection of required data;  

· Developing methods to ensure the privacy and integrity of homeless children and their families in all possible situations; and

· Providing opportunities for homeless children to participate in extracurricular activities to make friendships and form allegiances with other children.

Projects should develop and implement systems and services based upon a sound understanding of homelessness and the unique challenges of educating children and youth experiencing this situation.  Any anticipated needs of this population which may be addressed through the provision of this program should be specified.

Additionally, grant recipients are expected to build upon the key elements and successes of any prior programs and to modify areas identified as being in need of improvement or change.

ORGANIZATIONAL COMMITMENT AND CAPACITY

After you have identified your conditions and/or needs and your plan to address them, you will need to tell us about your organization as the applicant agency. PROJECT REQUIREMENTS

Applicants must assure that they serve and meet both the educational and social/emotional needs of the number of children/youth indicated in Section 1.3:  Statutory/Regulatory Source and Funding.  To do this, projects must develop a sound process for identifying, recruiting and providing services to this population and assist districts within their region to do the same.  Grantees are required to interface with all districts within their respective region.  Further, it is required that grantees report to the SEA on all barriers to enrollment experienced by local liaisons for homeless children and youth in their respective regions regarding enrollment and attendance of homeless children and youth.  To meet both the educational and socio-emotional needs of homeless children and youth, collaboration is needed.  It is expected that the collaboration of the lead agency with the partner agencies, other LEAs, community based and social service organizations, identified in year one of this grant program will continue through each continuation year of the grant program.  If unforeseen circumstances necessitate a change of collaborative partners, the lead agency must notify the NJDOE Office of Student Achievement and Accountability immediately.

The Chief School Administrator of the lead grant agency must also review and sign:  Documentation of Partner Participation form(s) (Attachment A) a Statement of Assurances form (Attachment C) indicating compliance with the fiscal requirements set forth in this Notice of Grant Opportunity and a *District Title I, Part A: Reserve for Homeless Education form (Attachment D), respectively.  The aforementioned forms are provided at the end of this NGO document.

Title 1, Part A: RESERVATION- A local educational agency shall reserve such funds as are necessary under this part to provide services comparable to those provided to children in schools funded under this part to serve homeless children who do not attend participating schools, including providing educationally related support services to children in shelters and other locations where children may live.  20 USC 6311(c)3(A)
PROJECT DESCRIPTION

All applicants must include and describe in their application how the following requirements will be met under the Stewart B. McKinney-Vento Grant for the Education of Homeless Children and Youth, according to the child’s best interest:

· continue the child’s education in the school of origin for the duration of homelessness; for the remainder of the academic year if permanently housed during the academic year; or enroll the child in any public school that non-homeless students who live in attendance area in which the child is actually living are eligible to attend;  

· to the extent feasible, keep a homeless child in the school of origin, except when doing so is contrary to the wishes of the child’s parent or guardian;

· provide a written explanation, including a statement regarding the right to appeal to the homeless child’s parent or guardian, if the local education agency sends such child to a school other than the school of origin or a school requested by the parent; and in the case of an unaccompanied youth, and provide notice to such youth of the right to appeal;

· immediately enroll the homeless child, even if the child is unable to produce records normally required for enrollment, such as previous academic records, medical records, proof of residency, or other documentation;

· immediately contact the school last attended by the child to obtain relevant academic and other records;

· immediately refer the parent or guardian of  a child needing immunizations or immunization records to the local liaison, who will assist in obtaining necessary immunizations, or immunization or medical records;

· maintain for each homeless student any record ordinarily kept by the school, and ensure that, upon request, the record can be made available in a timely fashion;

· not withstanding a dispute, immediately admit to the school in which enrollment is sought, pending resolution of the dispute;

· provide a written explanation of the school’s decision regarding school selection or enrollment, including the rights of the parent, guardian, or child to appeal the decision;

· refer the child, parent, or guardian to the local liaison, who will coordinate the dispute resolution process as expeditiously as possible, and in the case of an unaccompanied youth, ensure that the student is immediately enrolled in school pending resolution of the dispute; and

· make a placement choice regardless of whether the child lives with the homeless parents or has been placed elsewhere.

Goals, Objectives and Indicators

The NJDOE requires that applicants develop goals and objectives for their project.  Objectives should reflect those benchmarks that the applicant wants to accomplish in each year of this three-year project for each goal.  Corresponding indicators should be designed to realistically assist in the accomplishment of each objective.  Objectives and indicators are important incremental measures of progress made by the homeless education project towards its goals. 
The foundation of a successful project rests with result-oriented goals and objectives designed for the population to be served.  
Project Activity Plan

Applicants must develop a Program Activity Plan using the activities as identified in the Goals, Objectives, Indicators section of the NGO.  For each activity, applicants must include corresponding goals, objectives and indicators. Goals should reflect the intent and standards of those in the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act.  

Complete a separate page of the Program Activity Plan form for each goal and program objective.  (Sample forms are included in the Discretionary Grants Application (DGA) provided on the New Jersey Department of Education website at http://www.state.nj.us/education under Grants and the subtitle Discretionary Grants).  

It is essential for the applicant to carefully construct project goals and objectives that are based on the primary needs of homeless children as identified in items 1-5, as follows: 
1) Tutoring, remedial educational services and enrichment activities that are linked to the achievement of state standards (examples: developmentally appropriate early childhood programs, not otherwise provided through federal, state or local funding, for preschool age children; before school and after school tutoring; summer programs for homeless children and youth in which a teacher or other qualified individual provides tutoring, homework assistance, and supervision of education activities);

2) provision of professional development and other activities for educators and pupil services     personnel to develop awareness and heighten their understanding of, and sensitivity to, the needs and rights of homeless children and youth, and the specific educational needs of runaway and homeless youth;

3) education and training for parents of homeless children and youth regarding the rights and resources available to their children;

4) expedited evaluations of the strengths and needs of homeless children and youth, including    needs and eligibility for existing programs and services (including for gifted and talented students, children with disabilities, programs for students with limited English proficiency, services provided under Title I of the No Child Left Behind Act, or similar state or local programs in vocational educational and school meals programs); 

5) a program design that provides necessary support services, including but not limited to, a minimum of three of the services listed below:             

a. referral services for homeless children and youth for medical, dental, psychological, nutritional and other health services;

b. transportation, which includes transportation to the child’s school of origin when that school is within the LEA, and a method to share responsibility and costs if outside of the LEA;

c. pupil counseling services (including violence prevention counseling) and referrals for such services;

d. activities to address the particular needs of homeless children and youth that may  
              arise from domestic violence;

e. provision of school supplies, including those supplies to be distributed at shelters or temporary housing facilities or other appropriate locations; and 

f.  other extraordinary or emergency assistance needed to enable homeless children and  youth to attend school.

2.3
BUDGET DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS

Funds are for the purpose of developing and implementing educational and related services for school-age children who are experiencing homelessness, by providing services during school hours and/or before and after school, during holidays, weekends, and vacations.
