Others, forced to flee Darfur

with their families as children, have experienced

trauma and loss.

What does it cost to provide hope for a
generation of children?

$12 = Notebooks, pens, pencils and other supplies
for one elementary student for one year

$16 = Basic teacher training for one of the camp’s
educators (many are refugees themselves)

$28 = A set of fourth grade textbooks to be shared
by two students

$30 = A year's supply of notebooks, pens, pencils
and other supplies for a high school student

$50 = Uniforms and soccer balls for a boys' soccer team
$75 = Balls, nets and uniforms for a girls' volleyball team

$100 = Fees for one graduating secondary school

student to take final exams recognized in Sudan
