	Learning Activities

	· Teacher will review with students that there are multiple ways visually to show or explain data by using graphs.

· Give each group a snack bag of Chex Mix.
· Groups will then sort snacks according to each piece of food.

· Each group will create a table which lists each piece of food and its quantity.
· Next, students will create either a graphical representation based on the information collected and listed.
· When they are finished, groups will display their graphs on the board and explain why they chose to represent the data in that particular graph.
· Teacher will discuss with class the similarities and differences between groups and explain the real world connection with food and statistics.
