Tips for Writing your Explanation of Findings

· Use a heading. Include your name, class period, and date.  You can start by giving your reader an idea about what you were trying to accomplish.  Mention your group size.  Explain your feelings about this project from the very beginning.  This will be your introduction.

· In the body of your paper describe what you have learned through this activity.  Use the vocabulary terms taught.  Describe the steps taken for planning and construction. What did you learn from your partner?  What building techniques worked better than others and which were your favorite tools?  I will need to know the actual weight held and weight of the structure, but how accurate was your computer model?  If your computer generated model tested differently then the actual project, what were the data differences and why?  Were you able to track the strain gauge, (the extent of change in shape due to stress induced forces)?

· Have a conclusion.  What was your efficiency factor?  If you could design and build this project again what changes or improvements would you make?  Do not say, I would have used more glue, unless you found an obvious construction flaw.  What were your first impressions of this project?  Did you enjoy this type of work?  Do you have a grade in mind for your self?  What would it be and why?
