	Direct Instruction
	In the Guided Comprehension Model this is Stage I: the process of teaching reading strategies by explaining, demonstrating, guiding, practicing and reflecting


	Guided Instruction
	This is Stage II of Guided Comprehension in which students have the opportunity to apply comprehension skills and strategies in a variety of settings with varying degrees of support


	Strategy
	A systematic plan to improve one’s performance in learning


	Preview
	Activating background knowledge, predicting and setting a purpose


	Visualize
	Creating mental images while reading


	Summarize
	Synthesizing important ideas


	Reflection
	The process of seriously thinking over and/or discussing one’s reading experience in order to transfer the knowledge of and use of new strategies to the reading of other texts 


	Comprehension Centers
	Independent activities that provide opportunities to practice strategy application and extend meanings


	Comprehension Routines
	Procedures that foster habits of thinking and promote the comprehension of text


	Gradual Release of Responsibility
	A process in which students gradually assume a greater degree of responsibility for a particular aspect of learning
