	Notes to the Facilitator


This is the beginning of Session II. In this session we will have some hands on practice by creating a Guided Comprehension lesson plan specific to your classroom.

A tenet is defined as “an opinion, doctrine, or principle held as being true by a person or especially by an organization.” This session will review 10 research based tenets as they relate to reading instruction. These tenets will be further discussed by the featured speakers in our video.

	Discussion/Procedures


1. Display PPT 2

2. Review the objectives for this session

	Notes to the Facilitator


This activity is actually a comprehension strategy in itself, designed to access and activate prior knowledge about a particular subject. It gives readers a purpose to confirm or disprove their choices as they move through the material. Mark each of these statements TRUE or FALSE. We will review these items and discuss the answers at the conclusion of our session. Listen for the answers as we continue with the video. Maybe you will revise your schema!

	Discussion/Procedures


1. Display PPT 3
2. Ask participants to find worksheet labeled “Anticipatory Set” in their packets and give them a few minutes to fill it in.

	Notes to the Facilitator


Bullet 1: Constructivists believe that we make sense of our world by connecting what we know to what we are learning. This allows students to move away from rote memorization and move towards problem solving. Teachers pose relevant problems and students reach their own conclusions by integrating their prior knowledge with new information.

Bullet 2: This refers to a print rich environment that contains authentic text and provides many opportunities for students to read, write and have discussions about what they are reading. 

Bullet 3: It is the knowledge of the teacher that makes a difference in student success (IRA, 1999). 

Bullet 4: Helping students to become active, strategic readers is the ultimate goal of Guided Comprehension (McLaughlin, 2003).

	Discussion/Procedures


1. Display PPT 5
2. Discuss each of these bullets.

3. Play Guided Comprehension Model Part II from approximately 2:07 to end of segment. Note: If unable to fast forward, explain that the first part will be a review of Stage II and III, followed by the discussion of reading comprehension tenets 1-3.
4. Play video Preview section, Expert segment. (Tenet 4)

	 Notes to the Facilitator


The purpose for this activity is to provide a framework for narrative writing and to encourage students to make predictions and connections between the vocabulary in the story and the structure of the story.

· The NJCCCS are clearly aligned with this activity. This ‘before reading’ strategy is evident in the standards beginning in K as students are asked to think ahead and make simple predictions about what will happen next. In first through third they are expected to set a purpose for reading and check to verify/change predictions during/after reading with increasing complexity. Interactive or shared writing and producing a narrative as a part of the writing process are also modeled through this activity.

· Student assessments could include observation, discussion, extension activities, etc.

· Other pre-reading activities may include, but are not limited to, anticipation guides, predictograms, semantic mapping, KWL, etc.

1. Display PPT 6
2. Begin playing the tape Preview section, Demonstration segment.

3. When this section of the video is completed, stop and discuss using the questions on PPT 24 as a guide. See possible answers above.

	Notes to the Facilitator


Review and discuss the steps listed on the slide. Have participants create this lesson for their own core reading program selection.

	Discussion/Procedures


1. Display PPT 7
2. Review the steps on the overhead.

3. Ask participants to locate the Planning Form and choose an upcoming selection from their core reading program with which to create their own instructional plan. This can be done either individually or with a partner from their grade level. 

4. Leave this slide up as participants work for further reference.

	Notes to the Facilitator


Participants can share the instructional plans they have created noting those parts of the planning form that they found challenging. How will teachers incorporate this strategy in their own classrooms? Ask for any modifications that might be needed to accommodate ELL or special needs students.

3. Follow up with group share.

	Notes to the Facilitator


The next strategy we will cover is a visualization strategy. During visualization we create a picture or movie in our minds.

2. Play video: Summarize section, Demonstration segment

	Notes to the Facilitator


· Guided Comprehension is a context for learning. Its three stages incorporate a variety of settings, resources, approaches and tasks (McLaughlin, 2003).

· Students benefit from exposure to a variety of text levels and text structures.

· The Guided Comprehension Model immerses children in words through scaffolded instruction and provides opportunities to learn new vocabulary building strategies.

1. Display PPT 10
2. Briefly discuss each of the tenets.

3. Play video: ‘Preview’ section, “Expert’ segment. Skip to ‘Visualize’ section, ‘Expert’ segment.

	Notes to the Facilitator


We will continue to review the tenets of reading instruction.

In this section of the video you will see a teacher demonstrating the Mind/Alternative Mind strategy.

1. Display PPT 11
2. Go over the objectives of this segment of the session

3. Explain to the participants that they will be creating their own Mind/Alternative Mind posters based on a story in their core program.

	Notes to the Facilitator


This strategy helps students to examine a topic from more than one perspective.

2. Play video: ‘Visualize’ section, ‘Demonstration’ segment

	Notes to the Facilitator


Discuss participants’ observations as the teacher in the video conducts this lesson. Remind participants that this strategy would require multiple demonstrations and practice with support (teacher directed small group) before students could attempt this independently. Once the strategy has been internalized it would be possible to use this as a Student Facilitated Comprehension Center.

1. Display PPT 13.

2. Read and discuss this instructional plan.

	Notes to the Facilitator


Participants now work on their poster. Ask them to choose a story that they are familiar with and one that presents two points of view. Although there is a student worksheet included in participants’ packet, it is recommended that participants complete this activity on chart or poster paper to use later in introducing this strategy to their class.

3. Ask participants to work independently or with a partner or small group on their grade level to complete a Mind/Alternative Mind poster on a character from one of the stories in their series.

Discuss participants’ characterizations. 

Ask for suggestions on how we could shelter this activity for an ELL student or a special needs student.

	Notes to the Facilitator


· This tenet discusses the impact that motivation has in the comprehension process. The Guided Comprehension Model provides a successful learning environment for all learners.

· This is the basis of the Guided Comprehension Model: teaching comprehension strategies with full scaffolding of students so that all students can achieve success.

· Dynamic assessment is typically informal in nature which means that teachers observe their students and gather information from the discussions they have with them.

2. Read and discuss the reading tenets.

3. Play video: ‘Expert’ segment of the ‘Classroom Strategies’ section for Dr. McLaughlin’s discussion of tenets.

Ask participants to locate the worksheet entitled Summary Tower from their handout packets as well as a video observation sheet. Use the Video Observation sheet to guide their observations of the Guided Comprehension Model during this lesson.

	Notes to the Facilitator


Discuss participants’ observations as the teacher in the video conducted this lesson. Explain that the Summary Tower is a similar type of activity that is useful to help students organize information from their reading. Remind participants that this strategy would require multiple demonstrations and practice with support (teacher directed small group) before students could attempt this independently. Once the strategy has been internalized it is a possible to use this as a student center activity.

	Discussion/Procedures


1. Display PPT 20
2. Have participants complete the handout for the Summary Tower using the content area text selection they were asked to bring.

3. Share some of the finished products and discuss the texts they are targeted for.

	Notes to the Facilitator


These are a sampling of possible headings to place on the 6 segments of the Summary Tower. This can be tailored to your lesson. This can be a valuable assessment tool to see if your students ‘got it’.

2. Discuss this instructional plan and decide what kinds of texts would be best suited for each of these groups of questions.

3. Ask participants to come up with their own sets of questions specific to the text they will be using for this activity.

	Notes to the Facilitator


This is a sample bulletin board for posting the strategies as they are introduced. Participants may want to add a student work sample of each along with the headings. It is very important that students be able to revisit these strategies often in order for these strategies to become a part of their own ‘tool box’.

Guided Comprehension is a perfect context for teaching students with special needs. It provides demonstration, immediate feedback, and guided practice which are all excellent practices for special education students.

The Guided Comprehension Model provides scaffolded instruction for those students acquiring proficiency in English. Through the read aloud the teacher can provide additional support for those students who need it. Through the introduction of new vocabulary and discussion the teacher can clearly identify those students who are in need of further support.
