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	Interactive writing
	A process in which the teacher acts as a scribe as he/she guides students as they compose text together.



	Conventions of print
	Rules that govern the use of print in reading and writing. These include punctuation, capitalization, letter formation, directionality, etc.



	Scaffolding
	The gradual withdrawal of support through instruction, modeling, questioning, providing feedback, etc. thus transferring more and more responsibility to the student.



	Writing process
	The complex act of producing a written piece including planning, drafting, revising, editing and publishing.



	Informational text
	Non fiction. A text that provides factual information.



	Revision
	To alter a piece of written material in order to update, improve or correct.


	Proofreading
	To read over in order to find errors and mark corrections.
