	Phonics Review c/s/ and g/j/ Write center on the board. Say: This word is center. Does c stand for /k/ or /s/ in center? (/s/) Continue with the following words? Car, cell, mice, cake, ceiling, cabin, race, corn.  Write gym on the board. Say: This word is gym. Does g stand for /g/ or /j/ in gym? (/j/) Continue with the following words: giraffe, page, good, game, giant, wag, gentle, cage.

	Short Vowels Model writing Aa on the board and point out the capital and lowercase forms. Have children write Aa on their papers. Then say: The sound for a is /a/. What is the sound for a? Practice until the children can say the letter name and sound. Then say: Listen as I say three sounds and blend them into a word: /h/ /a/ /t/, hat. Say it with me: /h/ /a/ /t/, hat. Display h, a, and t. Say: What is the sound for h? What is the sound for a? let’s blend the sounds for h and a: /ha/. Continue with t. What is the sound for t? Let’s blend the sounds for each letter into a word. Touch under each letter as you say the sound. The word is hat.
