NJ Reading First

KWL – by Lois Neumann
This is where children brainstorm their prior knowledge of what they know which is the first chart "What I Know". So the children share something that they might already know about the story; and we list everything that they share. We write it up on the chart; and this prioritizes the ideas of what they want to know. The second part of the kwl chart is what they want to know; and they ask questions about things that they would want to know about the story before hearing it.

The last part of the kwl chart and that is called what I learned.  So after we finish the story, and I ask them certain questions for comprehension, then we will go back and fill in that chart now they have some information.
