College Connections
Mr. James Rogers, Superintendent, Morris County Schools of Technology, Dr. Edward Yaw, President, Mr. Dominic LaTorraca, Vice President, County College of Morris and Dr. Joel Bloom, Vice President for Academic Affairs, New Jersey Institute of Technology, presented information on the dual enrollment program offered by the colleges to the vocational students.  The program involves an agreement between the institutions and the vocational school in which qualified high school seniors enjoy “dual enrollment” in high school and college.   
Critical Issues in Vocational-Technical Education
Thomas Bistocchi, Superintendent, Union County Vocational-Technical Schools, Brian McAndrew, Superintendent, Monmouth County Vocational School District, James Rogers and Judy Savage, Executive Director, NJ Council of County Vocational Schools presented their key ideas to the State Board regarding the State Plan for Vocational Education and recommended amendments to N.J.A.C. 6A:19, Vocational Education Programs.  They also discussed the challenges faced by county vocational schools.
New Jersey Quality Single Accountability Continuum

The State Board Members and Department staff continued to review the District Performance Review as part of the on-going discussion of the New Jersey Quality Single Accountability Continuum.  The discussion pertained to the Program and Instruction and Personnel components of the District Performance Review (DPR).
