RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH SCORE STANDARDS FOR 

NEW JERSEY HIGH SCHOOL PROFICIENCY ASSESSMENT (HSPA) 

SCIENCE TEST



WHEREAS, the goal of public schools is to provide all students with a thorough and efficient education as defined by the Core Curriculum Content Standards so they may function politically, economically, and socially in our democratic society; and



WHEREAS, the High School Proficiency Assessment (HSPA) is provided for assessing student progress toward mastery of the essential knowledge and skills; and



WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 6A:8-4.1(b) requires State Board of Education approval of student performance levels for statewide assessments in those grades as specified for district certification; and



WHEREAS, the established levels of proficiency are partially proficient, proficient and advanced proficient; now therefore be it



RESOLVED, that the scale score standards of 200 for the proficient level and 250 for the advanced proficient level, where the range is 100 to 300 and the corresponding raw cut scores of 20.5 and 43.0, recommended by the Commissioner of Education for the Science component of the High School Proficiency Assessment, shall apply to the March 2007 administration and any future administrations of the test.
