As we shared with so many, DHS provides a tremendous range of programs and services to over 1.5 million New Jerseyans everyday – that’s one in eight residents.

With about 16,000 employees – 76% of whom are direct care workers – our contact is broad and personal. The department serves individuals in our 7 developmental centers and 5 psychiatric hospitals.
