Division of Family Development (DFD) As the tax filing deadline approaches, DFD reminds eligible readers to apply for the Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC), a program for low-income workers and their families that provides credit toward tax payment based upon specific financial criteria. In addition, the IRS is offering tax rebates called � HYPERLINK "http://www.irs.gov/newsroom/article/0,,id=179211,00.html" ��Economic Stimulus Payments� for families earning under $150,000 or individuals with incomes less than $70,000.
