Division of Mental Health Services (DMHS)


On April 7th Governor Jon S. Corzine signed legislation into law (� HYPERLINK "http://www.njleg.state.nj.us/2008/Bills/AL08/7_.HTM" ��S-625/A-2308�) that permits a smoking ban on the grounds of state psychiatric hospitals if a smoking cessation program is offered for a full year in advance. As a result, DMHS will be able to open the new Greystone Park Psychiatric Hospital smoke-free and begin to phase-in a smoking ban at the four other state-operated psychiatric hospitals. Accepted research in the field of mental health, reflects that people with mental illness live an average of twenty-five years less than the general population and approximately seventy-five percent are estimated to be addicted to nicotine.   The approval by the Governor of this landmark legislation supports DMHS’ efforts to move toward a system which focuses on wellness and recovery.





Division of Developmental Disabilities (DDD)
