Adolescents 

Take notice that, in compliance with N.J.S.A. 52:14-34.4 and 34.6, the Division of Addiction Services (DAS) hereby announces the availability of the following:


Name of program:  Contract Funds for Child Welfare Reform Plan: Adolescents


Purpose:  The Department of Human Services, The Division of Addiction Services (DHS/DAS) and the Department of Children and Families, Division of Youth and Family Services (DCF/DYFS) are soliciting applications to develop comprehensive and enhanced residential substance abuse treatment services for adolescent females.  Specifically, funds are available for highly vulnerable, substance abusing adolescent females between 13 and 18 years of age who may be involved with DYFS.  Pending availability of funding, it is anticipated that approximately $1 million will be available for awards(s) for approximately eighteen 18 adolescent female long-term residential beds at the DAS 2008 annual rate of $55,760.  Multiple contracts may be awarded.  Long-term residential beds may be located at scattered sites throughout the State.

Amount of funding available:  It is anticipated that approximately $1 million will be available.  The enhanced rate is intended to provide increased capacity to serve this population and may not be used to supplant existing funding streams.  The funding is not for capital construction.  Cost sharing is not required.  Funding will depend on the availability of funds.  The contract(s) are annually renewable for three years.  Annual continuation and renewal are subject to availability of funds, satisfactory performance, as well as compliance and completion of all required/requested reports. 


Organizations that may apply:  Eligibility for contracts is limited to applicants who are either public or private non-profit or for-profit organizations licensed by DAS to provide substance abuse treatment.  Applicants must have a New Jersey address and be able to conduct business from a facility located in New Jersey.  Applicants must have demonstrated success in providing specific treatment services for adolescents, or demonstrate the ability to do so.  Non public applicants must demonstrate that they are incorporated through the New Jersey Department of State, and provide documentation of their current non-profit status under Federal IRS 501(c) (3) regulations, as applicable.  For-profit organization can provide documentation of their status under Federal IRS 1120.  Applicants must not be suspended or debarred by DAS, DYFS or any other State or Federal entity from receiving funds.  Agencies that have been notified by DAS or DYFS that they are currently “not in good standing” with DAS or DYFS may apply, but will have fifteen points administratively deducted from their average score received after review.  Applicants must have all outstanding Plans of Correction (PoC) for deficiencies approved by DAS or DYFS, as appropriate, prior to submission of proposal.  Applicants must have a governing body that provides oversight as is legally permitted.  No member of the Board of Directors can be employed by and serve as a consultant of the successful applicant.  Applicants must also attend the Mandatory Bidders’ Conference. 


Qualifications needed by an applicant to be considered:  This Request for Proposal (RFP) is for a further expansion of service capacity for providing substance abuse treatment services to adolescents under DYFS supervision.  All substance abuse programs are required to provide enhanced services to ensure the use of best practices in the treatment experience.   This RFP is designed to meet the treatment needs of this identified population.  This additional funding is intended to aid in the development of better coordination and integration of existing services and the development of new services for adolescents.  Applicants must have demonstrated success in providing specific treatment services for adolescents, or demonstrate the ability to do so.
