
LEGAL NOTICE

Take notice that the New Jersey Department of Human Services, (DHS), Division of Medical Assistance and Health Services (DMAHS), is implementing a new process, Express Lane Eligibility, to identify uninsured children and determine their eligibility for enrollment into the Medicaid or NJ FamilyCare program.  
The Children’s Health Insurance Program Reauthorization Act (CHIPRA) was signed into law on February 4, 2009 by President Obama.  CHIPRA allows for “Express Lane Eligibility” under which states can grant income-eligibility for children for Medicaid or the State Children's Health Insurance Program (SCHIP), which is known in New Jersey as the NJ FamilyCare program, based on gross income or adjusted gross income as shown by income tax records or returns.  

Beginning in May 2009, New Jersey plans to begin implementation of “Express Lane Eligibility” by sending application information to potential clients identified using information from NJ State income tax returns.  This streamlined application process reduces the amount of supporting documentation that an applicant is required to submit, since the State will verify the information on the application by matching that information regarding income and other eligibility factors to existing databases to confirm the information provided.
