APPLICATION FOR SECRETARY-APPROVED MEDICAID Coverage 
FOR  GENERAL ASSISTANCE ADULTS 
TAKE NOTICE that the New Jersey Department of Human Services, Division of Medical Assistance and Health Services, intends to seek approval from the United States Department of Health and Human Services (HHS), Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS), for an amendment to the New Jersey Medicaid (Title XIX) State Plan  pursuant to Section 2001 of the recently enacted Federal Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act.  The Act allows the State to phase-in coverage of low income childless adults between April 2010 and January 2014 when Medicaid eligibility will increase to 133% of the federal poverty level (FPL).  New Jersey plans to apply for coverage effective immediately for the approximately 51,000 individuals in the Work First New Jersey General Assistance (WFNJ-GA) program. This group includes single adults and childless couples with very low incomes who currently receive limited medical services with State funds only. The proposed State Plan Amendment (SPA) will request HHS Secretary-approved coverage for WFNJ-GA adults at the current percentage of Federal matching funds.
