TAKE NOTICE that the New Jersey Department of Human Services (DHS), Division of Medical Assistance and Health Services (DMAHS), will be submitting State Plan Amendments to the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) and proposing amendments to N.J.A.C. 10:​66 Independent Clinic Manual as needed, in order to implement proposed State Fiscal Year 2010 budget savings provisions as contained in the New Jersey State Fiscal Year (SFY) 2010 Appropriation Act.  This Notice is intended to satisfy the requirements of Federal law and regulations 1902(a)(13) of the Social Security Act, 42 U.S.C. Section 1396(a)(13) and 42 CFR 447.205.  If any of the budget provisions described below are not implemented, the corresponding State Plan Amendments and proposed regulations will be withdrawn.  The following amendments are planned:

Notwithstanding the provisions of any state law or regulation to the contrary, effective July 1, 2009, no payments for partial care services in mental health clinics, as hereinabove appropriated in Payments for Medical Assistance Recipients − Clinic Services shall be provided unless the services are prior authorized by professional staff designated by the Department of Human Services.
