Changes to NJ FamilyCare to Cover Pregnant Women
Between 185% and 200% of the Federal Poverty Level
TAKE NOTICE that pursuant to the CHILDREN'S HEALTH INSURANCE PROGRAM REAUTHORIZATION ACT OF 2009 (CHIPRA), section 111, the Division of Medical Assistance and Health Services intends to seek amendments to the Title XXI State Plan in order for the NJ FamilyCare Program to cover certain pregnant women with incomes between 185% and 200% of the Federal Poverty Level.  Currently, New Jersey provides this coverage under a Section 1115 Waiver.  The State will seek to make this change effective April 1, 2009.  The transition will be seamless for applicants and beneficiaries.
