CHANGES TO MEDICAID AND NJ FAMILYCARE ELIGIBILITY
to permit Coverage of Certain Children & Pregnant Women

Without a FIVE-Year Delay and with federal matching funds
TAKE NOTICE that pursuant to the CHILDREN'S HEALTH INSURANCE PROGRAM REAUTHORIZATION ACT OF 2009 (CHIPRA), section 214, the Division of Medical Assistance and Health Services intends to seek amendments to the Title XIX and XXI State Plans and 1115 waiver as needed in order for the New Jersey Medicaid and NJ FamilyCare Programs to be able to cover certain children and pregnant women without a five-year delay.  At this time, New Jersey provides this coverage using only State funds. Amendments to the State Plans and waivers will permit the State to obtain federal matching funds. The State will seek to make this change effective April 1, 2009.
Section 214 of CHIPRA allows States to provide medical assistance, notwithstanding the five-year bar, to children and pregnant women who are lawfully residing in the United States and who are otherwise eligible for Medicaid.   The State will also verify, during redeterminations, that the individual continues to lawfully reside in the United States using the documentation presented to the State by the individual on initial enrollment. If the State cannot successfully verify that the individual is lawfully residing in the United States in this manner, it shall require that the individual provide the State with further documentation or other evidence to verify that the individual is lawfully residing in the United States.  CHIPRA further protects the individual’s sponsors from debts on the basis of assistance.  CHIPRA also requires a state to apply these requirements to Medicaid and CHIP if they choose to adopt this option.
