Summary
The Department of Human Services is adopting amendments to its organizational rules for the Division of Addiction Services at N.J.A.C. 10:160. These amendments are intended to inform the public of the revisions to the basic mission, functions and responsibilities of the Division of Addiction Services.

An agency's organizational rules are exempt from the notice and hearing requirements of the Administrative Procedure Act, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:14B-4(b). Thus, the Department is hereby adopting this rule, N.J.A.C. 10:160, with amendments without prior notice or hearing. In addition, these amendments do not include a provision regarding the procedures by which the public may petition for rulemaking. Pursuant to the Department's organizational rules at N.J.A.C. 10:1-4, the public is directed to petition the Department for rulemaking, not the Division.

A Federal standards analysis is not required because these rules are not subject to any Federal requirements or standards.

Full text of the adoption follows (additions indicated in boldface thus; deletions indicated in brackets [thus]):

SUBCHAPTER 1.  ORGANIZATION

10:160-1.1 Division mission and functions

(a) (No change.)

(b) [The mission of the Division of Addiction Services (DAS) is to decrease misuse or abuse of alcohol and other drugs by New Jerseyans by supporting the development of a comprehensive network of prevention, intervention and treatment services in New Jersey. The Division is responsible for providing effective treatment and prevention for alcoholism and drug abuse and for enhancing public awareness of the dangers of such substances. DAS insures that a network of comprehensive prevention, intervention and rehabilitation services related to alcoholism, drug abuse and other addictive illnesses is available. It is responsible for budgeting State, Federal and other finds, and reviews applications, prepares grant documents, and monitors expenditures.] The mission of the Division of Addiction Services (DAS) is to promote the prevention and treatment of substance abuse and support the recovery of individuals affected by the chronic disease of addiction. As the single State agency for substance abuse, DAS is responsible for regulating, licensing, monitoring, planning and funding substance abuse prevention, treatment and recovery support services in New Jersey. To achieve its mission, DAS provides leadership and collaborates with providers, consumers and other stakeholders to develop and sustain a system of client-centered care that is accessible, culturally competent, accountable to the public and grounded in best practices that yield measurable results.

2. The Division also supports and monitors a wide variety of substance abuse [programs,] treatment services[,] and treatment providers designed to reduce the misuse of alcohol and other drugs through effective evidence-based treatment, such as the American Society of Addiction Medicine (ASAM) Patient Placement Criteria. DAS plans[,] and coordinates [and oversees] addiction treatment services for the 21 counties of New Jersey. It is responsible for the development of treatment services for people involved in the criminal justice system, individuals with mental illness and substance abuse problems; and for the special needs of people who are deaf, hard of hearing or disabled, pregnant women, women with dependent children, minorities and adolescents. The Division conducts licensure inspections and reinspections to determine compliance with licensure standards of all outpatient and residential substance abuse treatment facilities.

3. The Division monitors substance abuse treatment provider agencies for quality assurance and compliance with required assessment and treatment protocols, and with other [grant] contract requirements. It maintains and publishes a comprehensive and searchable Statewide addiction treatment provider directory with location, contact information, and descriptions of treatment services available.
