Accord ing to financial reports filed with the Division of Gaming Enforcement, the twelve casinos
reported total revenue of $1.9 billion for the first half of 2013. While total revenue declined for the

six months ended June 2013  by 9.9%, this decline was pa rtially offset by the significant increase
in third party business sales of 19.7%, as illustrated below:
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Hotel Occupancy

The occupancy rate in the city’s casino hotels for the second quarter of 2013 was 78.4%. The

occupancy rate  for the firs t six months of 2 013 was 73.9% . 

Atlantic City Tourism Indicators

During the most recent trailing twelve month (TTM) period beginning July 2012 and ending June
2013, four of the six Atlan tic City Tou rism Ind icators sh owed im provem ent or he ld relatively

steady, with  the Luxury Tax indicator im proving  4.3% o ver the p rior com parable  period.

• Casino Hotel Parking Fee: $3 dail y  fee collected by casino hotels for parked cars as reported to the Casino

Con trol Co mm ission . 

• Atlantic  City Luxury Tax: 3% to 9% tax on show admissions, hotel roo ms, a lcohol consumed on premises and

other tourist-related items as reported to the Division of Taxation.

• Sales Tax: Base d upo n Atla ntic C ity-base d busin ess entit ies active during the year as reported by the Division

of Taxation. These fi gures  do no t typically includ e sales  tax reven ue from  busine ss entities  that hav e Atlan tic

City loc ations  but ar e prim arily ba sed o utside  Atlan tic City.

• Tourism Promotional Fee: $1 or $2 fee per occupied hotel/motel room in Atlantic City as reported to the Division

of Taxation.
