As we continue to seek ways to improve programs and address gaps and redundancies in
existing Soldier Family programs and services, it is important to again evaluate select Family and CYS
programs and services to determine those most and least valuable to Army Families.

All Army
components are being asked to conducting a review of select Family and CYS programs and services. This
review will allow Army leadership to focus required resources on those programs and services most desired
by Soldiers and Families.

The survey results are one mechanism being used to
holistically examine our programs, and will be the primary user level feedback mechanism for ARNG Soldiers,
Families and Volunteers.
