The New Jersey Transit Corporation (NJ TRANSIT) requests expressions of interest and statements of qualifications from interested SBE engineering and design firms to provide professional services related to the engineering and design for the replacement of two undergrade railroad bridges on the Raritan Valley Line in Plainfield, New Jersey.
This project has been designated as a 100% Category 6 SBE Set-Aside.  Only Small Business Enterprises may participate in this Expression of Interest and the resultant Request for Proposal.  Interested SBE firms must be registered with the New Jersey Department of Treasury Division of Minority and Women Business Development as a SBE at the time of EOI submission.
The proposed project consists of: 

· The replacement of the superstructure with a three span structure keeping with the original span configuration.

· Increase the minimum vertical under clearance at or above minimum acceptable standards.

· Incorporate the existing outer girders into the new superstructure.

· Develop a replacement concept that minimizes the impacts to both the railroad and local roadways.

· Repairs to concrete and masonry abutments.

· SHPO coordination.

Related railroad bridge design experience is a pre-requisite.  Particular emphasis will be placed on previous rehabilitation design of railroad bridges.  Consultant must demonstrate successful completion, at a prime consultant level, of at least three (3) previous railroad bridge rehabilitation design projects of which one (1) must be an undergrade bridge design carrying active railroad tracks of similar scope to this project.  The firm and proposed project manager must be licensed to practice engineering in the State of New Jersey.
EVALUATION AND SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS:
Completion of prior similar projects, relevant experience, key personnel-professional qualifications and experience; understanding of project issues and scope will be critical elements in the short-listing for RFP issuance and final selection.
Qualified SBE firms interested in being considered must submit six (6) copies of: 1) letter of interest not exceeding four (4) single-sided, letter-sized pages, summarizing the firm's understanding of the project, qualifications of the firm, prior relevant experience including at least three (3) previous railroad bridge rehabilitation design projects of which one (1) must be an undergrade bridge design carrying active railroad tracks of similar scope to this project, and key personnel; 2) proof of valid SBE Certification; 3) a list of references claimed as relevant experience by each firm and each key individual, including name, title, agency, address and phone number, and client agency project manager; 4) an organizational chart showing proposed key personnel names, position titles, and reporting relationship; 5) resumes for key project personnel explicitly stating relevant experience, including dates of assignments, professional qualifications and, for each key person, the names, addresses and phone numbers of three client references for relevant projects; and 6) U.S. Government forms 254 and 255 for the prime consultant and each designated subconsultant.
