KEY DEFINITIONS

ÂStatute defines fraud as ñan intentional 
deception or misrepresentation made by 
any person with the knowledge that the 
deception could result in some
unauthorized benefit to that person or 
another person, including any act that 
constitutes fraud under applicable federal 
or State law.ò

Â It is a broad definition



KEY DEFINITIONS

Â Statute defines abuse as ñprovider practices that 
are inconsistent with sound fiscal, business, or 
medical practices and result in unnecessary 
costs to Medicaid or in reimbursement for 
services that are not medically necessary or fail 
to meet professionally recognized standards for 
health care.  The term also includes recipient 
practices that result in unnecessary costs to 
Medicaid.ò  

Â Also very broad definition
