What’s New for FY 2011
Several significant changes have been made to the program guidelines for this round, including those highlighted below. These changes will be discussed in detail at these workshops.  
· Grants will range from $10,000 to $40,000.  Requests greater than $40,000 will be considered for collaborative proposals and those on behalf of multiple organizations. 
· In this round, the New Jersey Historical Commission is encouraging proposals for projects that focus on assessment of programs and audience research to promote long-term institutional growth and viability.
· Applicants to this program must submit a letter of intent to apply to the Cultural Trust by March 1, 2010 using the form provided with the application.

From Philadelphia Metropolitan Area

· Take the Walt Whitman Bridge or Ben Franklin Bridge following the signs to Rt.42/Atlantic City.

· Follow Rt. 42 South to Rt. 55 South to Exit 26. 

Go right at the top of the exit ramp. Make first left turn onto Wade Boulevard. 

· WheatonArts entrance is a half-mile on the right.

From Delaware and Areas South

· Take I-95 North to the Delaware Memorial Bridge. 

· Follow signs for Atlantic City via Rt. 40 East. Stay on Rt. 40 East through the town of Elmer. 
· Take Rt. 55 South (on right) to Exit 26. 

· Go right at the top of the exit ramp. Make first left turn onto Wade Boulevard. 
· WheatonArts entrance is a half-mile on the right.

From Tuckerton, Toms River and Northern Coastal Areas 

· Take the Garden State Parkway South to Exit 38A. 

· Go west on the Atlantic City Expressway towards Philadelphia to Exit 12 (Atlantic City Racetrack).

· Take Rt. 40 West through the town of Mays Landing. 

· At the intersection of Rt. 40 and Rt. 552 West, turn left. Stay on this road 15 miles following the signs to Millville. 

· At the first traffic light in Millville, turn right onto Wade Boulevard. WheatonArts entrance is less than two miles on the left.

From Atlantic City Area

· Take the Atlantic City Expressway West toward Philadelphia to Exit 12 (Atlantic City Racetrack). 

· Take Rt. 40 West through the town of Mays Landing. 

· At the intersection of Rt. 40 and Rt. 552 West, turn left. Stay on this road 15 miles following the signs to Millville. 

· At the first traffic light in Millville, turn right onto Wade Boulevard. WheatonArts entrance is less than two miles on the left.

From Wildwood and Cape May Area

· Take Garden State Parkway North to Exit 20. 

· Take Rt. 50 North to Tuckahoe, turn left on Rt. 49 West. 

· Go approximately 15 miles to second traffic light in Millville. 

· Turn right onto Wade Blvd. WheatonArts entrance is less than two miles on the left.

For Drivers Using GPS

· Use "Village Drive, Millville, NJ 08332" to map GPS coordinates to WheatonArts entrance.

From 287 South (coming from the North)

· Take exit 35. Turn left at the top of the ramp onto 124 East (Madison Avenue). 
· Turn left at the third traffic light (by Friendly’s Restaurant) onto Normandy Heights Road. 
· Proceed through the next light at Columbia Turnpike. The entrance to the Morris Museum is the first driveway on your left. 
From 287 North (coming from the South)

· Take exit 36A. Turn right at the top of the ramp onto Morris Avenue. 
· Stay to your right at the fork in the road and follow signs for Route 510 (Morris Avenue turns into Columbia Turnpike). 
· Make a left at the first traffic light onto Normandy Heights Road. The Morris Museum will be on your immediate left. (Note: Normandy is exactly one mile from exit 36A)

From Route 24 West & Route 78

· Take Route 24 West to Exit 2A onto Columbia Turnpike toward Morristown. 
· At the fourth traffic light make a right onto Normandy Heights Road. The entrance to the museum is the first driveway on the left.

From the Lincoln Tunnel

· Take the New Jersey Turnpike South to exit 14 to Route 78 West and exit onto Route 24 West. 
· Take Route 24 West to Exit 2A onto Columbia Turnpike toward Morristown. 
· At the fourth traffic light make a right onto Normandy Heights Road. The entrance to the museum is the first driveway on the left.

From the Holland Tunnel

· Stay to the right and follow signs to the Turnpike. 
· Take exit 14 to Route 78 West, exit at Route 24 West. 

· Take Route 24 West to Exit 2A onto Columbia Turnpike toward Morristown. 
· At the fourth traffic light make a right onto Normandy Heights Road. The entrance to the museum is the first driveway on the left.

From New York City via public transit
· Check the current train schedule on www.njtransit.com. Get off at the Morristown train station, which is two miles from the museum. 
· Driving directions from the Morristown train station: Leave the train station parking lot by making a left onto Morris Avenue. At the fork, bear right onto Columbia Turnpike and make a left at the first light onto Normandy Heights Road. The Morris Museum is the first building on the left.
· Taking a cab from the train station is recommended. Some local cab companies include P&P Taxi Service (973.539.5903 or 973.539.1149) or Bumblebee Taxi and Limo (973.683.1313).
