Licensing Update – Total 
Licenses Approved

- as of April 30, 2024

• Total 2,551 applications submitted

• 1,891 applications have been approved

• 128 applications are under review in the Office of Licensing

• 312 applications are pending resubmission following cure

• 136 applications under review in the Office of Compliance 
& Investigations

Recreational Licenses Approved

• 1,396 conditionals

• 327 conditional-to-annual conversions

• 75 expanded ATCs

• 245 Total: operating licenses (AU) and permits (Med) issued
