Certain items can be obtained while goai still
incarcerated. Ask your social worker for assistarecel for the
remainder, this book will point you in the rightelition.

Once you are released from prison, you can go ¢éoMiotor

Vehicle Commission (MVC) to get a new driver's hee,

replace a lost one, or renew a card that has ekpiré you

believe that your license has been suspended, yawlds
confirm this and figure out what you need to dgéo it back. If
you were convicted of any kind of drug offense, iylicense has
been suspended.

Prior to your release, you can get a copy of your driver’s
license record, which is called an “abstract.” Béeaontact your
social worker if you are interested in obtainingadostract. The
fee for an abstract is $15.00

Upon your release you can go to the MVC offices in
Monmouth or Ocean County (listed below) or a Region
Service Center to request a driver's abstract. ydd have
internet access, you can also request an abstrdiie oat
http://www.state.nj.us/mvcyou will still have to pay$15.00 If
your license was suspended for six months or mecatlse of a
drug conviction, the period of the suspension bégin from the
time of your release.

Not everyone can obtain
employment immediately, sometimes things like gettdrug
treatment, dealing with your housing, health orifgreituation
may come first. For most people, though, findingrkvis the
first step to getting back on your feet. It will bery challenging
to get a job once you have been in prison, butsitnot
impossible, and you need to be persistent andraelow are
some pointers on job searching, and informatioruabesources
that can help you find a job or geaining for the job you want.

A. Things to Know Before You Start Your Job
Search

Be Prepared: It is essential that you are organized, and halve al
records of previous employment available when b@gma job
search. A resume is the smartest thing you caatecrelf you
are unsure of how to do so, you may go to yourlloo&-stop
career center and seek assistance. Not only miil@yers want
to know your work history, they will inquire of amate dates
that you were employed with the company. Knowiigs t
information is vital to ensuring employment. Emmoy will not
be interested in hearing that you do not rememiztesd or
addresses for your work history. If an employecides to hire
you, he will also need your identification, so makee that is
readily available.

Presentation: Look as neat, clean and organized as possible, no
matter what the job is.

If you are interested in getting a job and buildangareer in a
particular area, you should make sure that it ismé that is
forbidden to someone with the kind of criminal ction that
you have on your record. There are about 22 categof jobs
in New Jersey that exclude people with convictidmgich
conviction it is varies by job). These include:caaft/airport
employees; paid public school employees, school drigers
and school crossing guards; bank employees; batenand
waiters in establishments where liquor is servedusing
authority and municipal police and parking enforeatofficers;
New Jersey Turnpike Authority employees; liquor ailet
wholesale, manufacturing or distributing employeqgsid
firefighters; child care center employees; communit
residences for individuals with developmental dili#ds. A
much larger number of jobs require that you disslg®ur
criminal record, and those employers perform bamlgd
checks; some of these, however, also require thatlayers
consider evidence of rehabilitation. These incluaest jobs in
the health care and counseling fields (includinggdend alcohol
counseling) and social workers.
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FYI: If you are going to begin training in a particulield,
make sure you find out from the training course thbe there
are any restrictions that will keep you from gegtmjob.

Protections for Licensed Occupations:

If you are not absolutely barred from a positiocdiese of your
conviction, New Jersey law says that you cannotdéeied a
professional license simply because of your coioncunless

the crime for which you were convicted relatesh® dccupation
you want to enter. If the licensing board or agewants to deny
you a license because the crime is related to ¢bepation, they
have to explain, in writing, that they have considk certain

factors like the seriousness of the crime, theuorstances of the
crime, the date and your age when convicted, wiétgecrime

was an isolated or repeated event, social conditicand

evidence of rehabilitation. You can ask your pawdfecer about

applying for a “certificate of rehabilitation,” wet can be used
in your license application.

D. Benefits for Employers Who Hire People With
Criminal Records

As you look for a job you can tell employers thiag tfederal
government has programs to support employers wigop&ople
coming out of prison.

While New Jersey allows employers to look at yotimmal
record, many employers — and others like landloeis
mortgage companies — will use a credit report atef or in
addition to the state’s records. Credit recordsraaintained by
private companies and generally have informatioauatyour
debts, your history of paying bills and other fineh matters,
but may also have information about your crimiredard. The
information may not be correct, and the law dodsrofou some
protections. For example, if an employer uses ditrecord to
deny you a job, they have to tell you this, andegieu the name,
address and phone number of the agency that pibvide
report, and the agency must give you a copy ofitifatmation
on your request. They cannot charge you moneyhtar request
if the employer used the report to deny you a Jbthe records
of the credit agency contain incorrect informatidhey must
investigate and correct inaccurate information.

You can get ahead of the curve by getting a copyoof credit
record and making sure there isn't any incorrefdrmation on
it. New Jersey residents are allowed one free tregort each
year.

Once you have completed your parole or probationterm,
you may register to vote Make sure that you are registered in
the county in which you residépplications for registration
can be obtained from Social Services prior to reles Also
you may apply with the Division of Elections, the
Commissioners of Registration office in the Countyere you
live or from your Municipal Clerk once you are rased.
