E-Procurement Short Form Waiver Request

Introduction
On March 9, 2001, Acting Governor Donald T. DiFrancesco signed into law the Local Unit Electronic Technology Pilot Program and Study Act (P.L. 2001, c.30).  This Act allows the Department of Community Affairs to explore electronic commerce and embark upon a program to allow local units to experiment with purchasing commodities and services and the sale of surplus personal property through means of the Internet and related technologies.

Local units subject to the provisions of this law are school districts pursuant to the Public School Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 18A:18A-1 et seq, and contracting units pursuant to the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq.

The key element of the law is the ability of the Division of Local Government Services (Division) to grant waivers of many traditional procurement procedures when Internet or other technologies are used to procure certain goods and services.  In order to take advantage of the pilot program, a local unit must submit a plan to the Director of the Division for approval.

Plans for sale of personal property over the Internet should include the following:

· The type of auction intended to be conducted.

· The personal property intended to be sold.

· If there is a fee to the auction site, how the fee will be paid.

· Any waiver request needed by the local unit.

Once approval is received from the Division the following steps should be taken:

· The governing body must pass a resolution authorizing the sale and stating that the personal property is no longer needed for public use and the sale will be conducted over the Internet.  The resolution must also give the Internet address at which the auction is found, the date(s) of the auction and a statement that the Division has approved the sale.

· A notice for the newspaper must be prepared announcing the auction, indicating the Internet address where the auction will take place, the date, time of the auction and a description of the personal property intended to be sold.

· Send a copy of the approved resolution and the newspaper ad to the Division.
