Directions to Complete Summer School Applications

Attached is the application for approval of summer programs in your school district, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:11-14 and 15 and N.J.A.C. 6A:32-10.1, 10.2, 10.3(b), 10.4 and 10.5.  Please follow the directions outlined below in order to complete an accurate application.  This will assure a smooth approval process and a timely opening of your summer school program.

District Application:

1. Application and its components are due to the County Office on or before May 30, 2011.  

2. District Contact Information:

· Type in the information for each field.  

· Name the District Summer School Contact Person.  In some districts the CSA and the Summer School Contact are two different people.  This person must be one who can speak to the administration of the summer programs in each of your operating schools.

3. List of schools in which summer sessions will be conducted:

· Please feel free to attach additional sheets, if necessary, listing all summer school sites in your district.
4. Board of Education Approval Date:

· Summer Schools may not commence until Boards of Education have approved the operation of summer schools and the names of staff teaching summer programs.  It is imperative that all determinations to operate summer school be made early enough to accommodate these requirements.  This may hold up the approval of your summer school application.
5. N.J.S.A.18A:11-15 – TUITION CHARGE for certain summer courses; terms defined.  *NEW in 2011*
     2. a. Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, a board of education may charge tuition for a remedial or advanced course provided during a summer school session to a student who resides in the district in accordance with the following provisions:

     (1)   for a student from a household with a household income that exceeds the most recent federal poverty guidelines multiplied by 1.85, the district may charge full tuition;

     (2)   for a student from a household with household income that exceeds the most recent federal poverty guidelines multiplied by 1.30, but is at or below the most recent federal poverty guidelines multiplied by 1.85, the district may charge 75% of the full tuition charged by the board of education;

     (3)   for a student from a household with a household income that exceeds the most recent federal poverty guidelines, but is at or below the most recent federal poverty guidelines multiplied by 1.30, the district may charge 50% of the full tuition charged by the board of education; and

     (4)   for a student from a household with a household income at or below the most recent federal poverty guidelines, the district may not charge any tuition.

     b.    A board of education may charge full tuition to a student who resides in the district for an enrichment course provided during a summer school session, which course carries no credit and is determined by the executive county superintendent of schools to have no direct relationship to the curriculum.

     c.     A board of education may charge tuition for a remedial, advanced, or enrichment course provided during a summer school session to a student who does not reside in the school district, at an amount to be determined by the board.

6. As per N.J.A.C. 6A:10.4 – only certified administrators may be assigned the responsibilities of administration and supervision of the summer session; and teachers in summer sessions shall possess valid certificates for subjects taught.  CSA is required to certify that all staff is appropriately certified.

School Application (Please submit a separate school application for each summer school site in your district)
1. School Contact Information:

· Type in the information for each field.  
2. Dates and Times
· Complete the date when this summer site will begin and close its sessions; the total # of days in session; and the program start and dismissal times.

3. “Remedial course” means a course or subject that is a review of a course or subject previously taken for which credits or placements may be awarded upon successful completion of the course.  As per N.J.A.C. 6A:32-10.5, “full-year subjects which are given for review, remediation or for other purposes not including advanced credit shall be conducted for 60 hours of instruction under standards equal to those during the regular term or through an established number of curricular activities as determined by the district board of education and approved by the county superintendent of schools”.  
· Identify each course being offered by name, appropriate grade level, number of credits, and the total number of minutes of instruction the course will be conducted.  
4. “Advanced course” means a course or subject not previously taken in an approved school district program for which additional credits or advanced placement may be awarded upon successful completion of the course. As per N.J.A.C.6A:32-10.5, “to receive advanced credit for a subject not previously taken, the student shall receive class instruction in summer session under standards equal to those during the regular term”.

5. “Enrichment course” means a course or subject of a vocational nature for which no credits are to be awarded and are determined by the county superintendent of schools to have no direct relationship to the curriculum.  You may:

· Submit a summer school brochure describing all enrichment courses. 
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
