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SECTION 1:  GRANT PROGRAM INFORMATION
1.1 DESCRIPTION OF THE GRANT PROGRAM
In 2013, the United States Department of Education issued guidance to State Education Agencies (SEAs) advising that, “activities that support the arts, in conjunction with other services, can form an important part of an LEA’s Title I program. In maintaining consistency with Title I requirements, an LEA may use Title I funds to support arts education as a strategy to assist Title I students with meeting the State’s academic achievement standards.” However, no further guidance was issued on how the arts, and more specifically arts-integration, can bolster school improvement efforts. While there have been limited, but concerted efforts in California and Arizona to utilize arts-integration as an intervention strategy, few examples exist of research-based efforts for school reform using Title I funds to support arts-integration throughout the rest of the country, and more specifically in New Jersey. 
For the purposes of this Pilot, arts-integration is being defined as a, “teaching strategy in which the arts are integrated with the non-arts curriculum to deepen students’ understanding of both” (Isenberg and Jalongo, 2010, Werner and Freeman, 2001). The non-arts academic subjects for integration interventions will be Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (STEM). The goal of the Pilot is to generate a variety of evidence-based pedagogical strategies, supported by school-level student data that substantiate the efficacy of arts-integration intervention strategies that draw upon STEM topics as levers to increase student achievement and school improvement. All program designs must prioritize student learning and mastery. Additionally, all program designs must also have a clearly articulated secondary focus on strategies to improve; 1) School Climate and Culture; 2) Student Engagement; or 3) Family and Community Engagement. 
Although the grant period is only 8 months in length, districts must document and demonstrate student growth. To the extent possible, STEM and arts-integration interventions must be evidenced-based. Research or support for interventions need to either demonstrate a statistically significant effect on improving student outcomes or show strong evidence that an intervention is likely to improve student outcomes and/or positively impact student, family or community engagement, or school culture.
This grant is open to all Title I funded local education agencies (LEAs), including charter schools and Renaissance Projects. LEAs may apply on behalf on one of their Title I funded schools.  The grade level(s) served by the schools is at the discretion of the LEA, but must be specifically identified in the application. 
Through this NGO, the NJDOE will support promising practices using arts-integration intervention strategies to increase student achievement and improve school culture and community engagement. This is a one-time allotment of funds. The project period begins December 15, 2018 and ends July 15, 2019. Applicants to the Title I STEM and the Arts Integration Pilot Program may apply for up to $200,000. It is anticipated that up to ten (10) schools will be designated as program participants and funded by this NGO for this Pilot program. 
It is also expected as a condition of funding that participating Pilot schools shall maintain the use of arts-integration strategies in STEM content areas in the subsequent years of the proposed programmatic arts/cross-content integration activities outlined in their response to this NGO.  Further, the Pilot schools agree to share data with the NJDOE on the impact of arts-integration in their schools and will avail their instructional staff for further training in arts-integration in STEM areas, practitioner research, and assessment of and for learning provided by the NJDOE.  
LEAs are required to engage the services of a program evaluator and an instructional coach with experience integrating arts in STEM areas.  Please see section 2.1 for more information
Additionally, as a condition of funding, all participating Pilot schools will be required to run arts-integration programs culminating in a summer 2019 program ending on or before July 15, 2019. School year programs may occur during the school day, as an after-school program of study, or both. 
LEAs, on behalf of their participating schools, are encouraged, but are not required, to develop partnership agreements with other entities such as non-profit organizations, arts service providers, institutions of higher education, public arts institutions, museums and museum educators or individuals (e.g., independent researchers, teaching artists, etc.), for the purposes of furthering research, providing professional development for instructional staff and other district staff members that are engaged in the Pilot program. No more than 1/3 of the total budget request may go to partnering organizations or outside individuals.
Arts-only program proposals that promulgate arts instruction, but not arts-integration in STEM areas will not be supported by this grant. 
LEAs with a demonstrated capacity to implement evidence-based arts-integration strategies to support school improvement efforts aligned to Title I goals shall be prioritized for funding.  These goals include achieving gains in: 1) Student Learning and Mastery; 2) School Climate and Culture; or 3) Student Engagement; and/or 4) Family and Community Engagement. 

State Outcomes for the Grant Program: 
Through this NGO, the NJDOE expects to achieve the following statewide outcomes in which the applicants will contribute to the: 
· Engagement of the participating Pilot schools in action research methodologies that inform student achievement and school improvement efforts;
· Development and implementation of effective model programs of instruction, utilizing arts-integration as an intervention strategy for increased student achievement and school improvement; 
· Increase in new and existing partnerships among non-profit organizations, arts service providers, higher education, and public arts institutions and individuals (e.g., independent researchers, teaching artists, classroom teachers, certified arts content specialists etc.) for the express purpose of informing teaching and learning and improving school culture;
· Expansion of the body of evidence‐based research practices that demonstrate various ways in which robust, thoughtfully planned and executed arts-integration strategies can be infused in STEM areas to strengthen schools’ core academic programs;
· Documentation and substantiation of the successes of a variety of circumstances under which evidence-based arts-integration strategies can be attributable to improvements in: 1) Student Learning and Mastery; 2) School Culture and Climate; 3) Student Engagement; and/or 4) Family and Community Engagement;
· Creation of a mechanism for non-Pilot schools across the state to benefit from lessons learned by the participating Pilot schools about the efficacy of arts-integration as a pedagogic strategy for increased student achievement and school improvement;
· Enhancement of the school’s ability to measure student growth and track indicators of changes to school climate and student, family and community engagement; and
· Drive instructional and climate change using key school-level data to inform teachers’ pedagogic content knowledge, substantiate growth toward the Pilot’s overarching goals and highlight areas in which further efforts are necessary.   
Careful attention must be paid to the PROGRAM ACTIVITIES SECTION of this NGO. The STEM and arts-integration program activities must be evidence-based and must strengthen the core academic program of the school.
1.2 
ELIGIBILITY TO APPLY
The Title I STEM and the Arts-Integration Pilot, is open to all New Jersey Title I LEAs, including charter schools and Renaissance Projects.  LEAs may apply on behalf of one of their Title I funded schools. Priority shall be given to LEAs that can demonstrate significant capacity to deliver quality programmatic activities, using arts-integration in STEM subjects as a lever for school improvement and increased academic achievement. 
All applicants must complete, sign, scan and upload Documentation of Eligibility Form (Appendix A) using the UPLOAD tab. 
Applicants proposing partnerships must also complete, sign, scan and upload a completed and signed Affirmation of Partnership form (Appendix B) using the UPLOAD tab for each partner.

FEDERAL COMPLIANCE REQUIREMENTS (DUNS, SAM)
In accordance with the Federal Fiscal Accountability Transparency Act (FFATA), all grant recipients must have a valid Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) number and must also be registered with the federal System for Award Management (SAM). DUNS numbers are issued by Dun and Bradstreet and are available for free to all entities required to register under FFATA.

In the preceding fiscal year, if an applicant:
· Received at least $25,000,000 in annual gross revenues from federal awards; and,
· If at least eighty (80) percent of the applicant’s annual gross revenues came from federal awards; the applicant is required to disclose the name and total compensation of the five (5) most highly compensated officers of the applicant as part of the grant application. 
This information is to be entered using the appropriate EWEG tab (contacts). The term “federal award” includes federal contracts, subcontracts, grants, and sub-grants.
No award will be made to an applicant not in compliance with FFATA.

STATUTORY/REGULATORY SOURCE AND FUNDING 
The applicant’s project must be designed and implemented in conformance with all applicable state and federal regulations. The Title I STEM and Arts-Integration Pilot Program is 100 percent funded from Title I funding. (CFDA # 84.010A).
Applicants may apply for up to $200,000. Applications must meet the intent of the NGO to be considered for funding.
The grantee is expected to complete the goal(s) and objectives laid out in the approved grant application, complete implementation activities established in its grant agreement, and make satisfactory progress toward the completion of its approved action plan. The NJDOE will remove ineligible, inappropriate or undocumented costs from funding consideration.  
The project period is December 15, 2018 to July 15, 2019.

· Collate exemplars of developmentally and instructionally effective strategies of STEM and the arts integration methodologies from the Pilot that yielded positive results that specifically address school improvement needs, as identified by the participating LEAs;

Document, substantiate and disseminate findings from the Pilot, including an illumination of various conditions or circumstances under which evidence-based arts-integration strategies can be attributable to improvements in: 1) Student Learning and Mastery; 2) School Culture and Climate; 3) Student Engagement; and/or 4) Family and Community Engagement;
· Encourage and support new and existing partnerships among non-profit organizations, arts service providers, higher education, and public arts institutions and individuals (e.g., independent researchers, teaching artists, classroom teachers, certified arts content specialists etc.) to inform teaching and learning and improve school culture;
· Report on the lessons learned about partnerships. Analyze and disseminate preliminary trend data gleaned from school-level projects, with respect to the impact on teaching and learning and improved school culture and/or student/community engagement;  
· Expand the body of evidence-based practices that demonstrate ways in which robust, thoughtfully planned and executed arts-integrated paradigms increase student achievement and improve schools by publishing reports on the findings from the Title I STEM and Arts-Integration Pilot Program and through public presentations on the Pilot;

REIMBURSEMENT REQUESTS 
Payment of grant funds is made through a reimbursement system. SECTION 2:  PROJECT GUIDELINES
The intent of this section is to provide the applicant with the framework within which it will plan, design, and develop its proposed project to meet the purpose of this grant program. Before preparing applications, potential applicants are advised to review Section 1.1, Description of the Grant Program, of this NGO to ensure a full understanding of the state’s vision and purpose for offering the program. Additionally, the information contained in Section 2 will complete the applicant’s understanding of the specific considerations and requirements that are to be considered and/or addressed in their project. 
Please note that N.J.A.C 6A:23A-7 places additional administrative requirements on the travel of school district personnel. The applicant is urged to be mindful of these requirements as they may impact the ability of school district personnel to participate in activities sponsored by the grant program.  
2.1
PROJECT DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS
The purpose of the Pilot is to support the development and implementation of evidence-based arts-integrated strategies in STEM subject to increase student achievement and drive school improvement efforts using four levers of change: 1) Student Learning and Mastery; 2) School Culture and Climate; 3) Student Engagement; and 4) Family and Community Engagement.   Further, the goals of the Department are to; 1) promote action-research as a means of informing programmatic improvement, and 2) identify and disseminate lessons learned from the Pilot about ways in which arts-integration in STEM can support student learning and mastery, and foster increased student and community engagement. The vision of the Pilot is that educators across the state will read themselves and their students into the narratives of successful, thoughtfully executed arts-integration practices which contribute to school improvement to apply similar strategies in their own districts where appropriate.  
In accordance with Title I guidelines, participating LEAs in the Title I STEM and Arts-Integration Pilot Program that plan to implement the Pilot in a Title I targeted assistance program must demonstrate that they have multiple, educationally-related objective criteria to identify students eligible for Title I services. Careful accounting must show that these Title I funds are used to supplement not supplant state and local funds. Plans for the proposed Pilot programs must include evidence-based arts-integration strategies that will strengthen the STEM program of the school. After-school programs are eligible for consideration if they support in-school curricular improvement goals and/or can be shown to lead to improved student learning and mastery, school culture and climate, student engagement; and/or family and community engagement.  
Proposals must be designed to support improved Student Learning and Mastery. A focus on improved Student Learning and Mastery must be a central tenet of all proposals and all proposed project must have a secondary focus (School Culture and Climate; Student Engagement; or Family and Community Engagement) and benchmarks for tracking progress toward programmatic goals to be considered for funding.  The content focus of arts-integration strategies must be drawn from STEM.  Applications that do not meet the intent of the NGO will be withdrawn from funding consideration.
Successful applications must articulate how funds will be used to enhance or expand STEM programs of study using evidence-based arts-integration strategies to increase student achievement or lead to school improvement. 
MANDATORY LEVER of CHANGE:
Student learning and mastery: All applicants must address deliberate instructional strategies to affect change in the level to which students understand and eventually master academic content. Applicants must articulate how they will involve the following staff in the development of cross-curricular programs and services to increase the academic achievement of participating Title I students in a targeted assistance program and improve the entire school in a schoolwide Title I program: 
1) Curriculum Supervisor (arts and STEM areas);
2) Site-specific administrator:  principal or vice principal;
3) Visual or Performing Arts Teacher (could be an employee of the school, but in some cases could be a teaching artist);
4) STEM area content teacher; and
5) Project evaluator 
In addition, applicants must identify the specific measurable academic goals they wish to obtain through the implementation of the Title I STEM Arts-Integration Pilot Program. 
OPTIONAL LEVERS of CHANGE: Applicants must select and address in their application one of the three options below.
Option 1:
School Climate and Culture: The National School Climate Center (2016) defines this lever of change as, “the quality and character of school life” and clarifies that it is “based on patterns of students', parents' and school personnel's experience of school life and reflects norms, goals, values, interpersonal relationships, teaching and learning practices, and organizational structures.
In the application, applicants must articulate how grant funded programs and services will positively impact school culture and climate. In addition, successful applications will have to demonstrate evidence of improved school culture and climate through issuing the New Jersey School Climate Survey to participating Title I students, their teachers, and their families and staff (targeted assistance programs) or all students, staff and families (schoolwide programs).
Option 2:
Student Engagement: The lever of change is defined as “the degree of attention, curiosity, interest, optimism, and passion that students show when they are learning or being taught, which extends to the level of motivation they have to learn and progress in their education” (Great Schools Partnership, 2014).
Applicants selecting student engagement as their second lever of change must articulate how the programs and activities sponsored through the Title I Arts and STEM Integration Pilot will positively impact the engagement of participating students in a targeted assistance program and all students in a schoolwide program.  
Option 3:
Family and Community Engagement: New Jersey’s Statewide Parent Advocacy Center (SPAN) describes Family and Community Engagement (FACE) as a reflection of “the many different ways in which families, community organizations, and schools engage with and support one another to ensure that every child is academically successful.” 

Applicants selecting FACE as their second lever of change must articulate how funded activities will integrate the involvement of families and the broader school community to promote increased academic achievement of participating Title I students (targeted assistance programs) and school improvement (schoolwide programs).  
Other Considerations
Ongoing monitoring of student progress is necessary to determine the success of evidence-based arts-integration interventions in STEM subjects. Reporting the impact of the intervention on stated project goals is an expectation of participants in the Pilot, including the notation of any necessary instructional modifications that were undertaken. Reporting requirements are detailed in section 1.8 of this NGO. The inclusion of clear indicators of growth toward targeted local objectives articulated in the project proposals for this NGO is an essential component of this application. 

In the case of targeted assistance Title I program proposals, portions of the grant funds may be used for the professional development of project staff members only if the professional development addresses the needs of participating Title I students. In Title I schoolwide programs, grant fund may be used to provide professional development for all staff. 
LEAs are required to engage the services of the program evaluator; a list approved by the NJDOE through a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) may be found in Appendix G. The program evaluator will assist the NJ Title I STEM and Arts-Integration Pilot Program Officer in collecting and collating program data, and conducting a statistical analysis of study results. The program evaluator will: make a minimum of two site visits per Pilot school; conduct focus group interviews with all project participants; help plan and execute professional learning events facilitated by the NJDOE; prepare a final report on the results of the study at the end of the grant period; and assist with the preparation of materials for publicly reporting on project outcomes. 
Program Evaluator Qualifications: The successful candidate for the contracted position of program evaluator shall possess the following attributes: 
· Substantial experience in both qualitative and quantitate and/or mixed-method research methodologies;
· Excellent aural and written communication skills;
· Significant experience conducting programmatic and outcome-based evaluations;
· Substantial history as a Professional Development Service Provider and group facilitator;
· Significant experience at facilitating focus group interviews, and
· Expertise in the development and administration of surveys and analysis qualitative survey results; and  
· Extensive psychometric analysis skills.
LEAs are also required to contract the services of an arts-integration Instructional Coach from the approved vendor list (Appendix G) who will work with the NJ Title I STEM and Arts-Integration Pilot’s Program Officer, and the Program Evaluator to support practitioner research and ensure sufficient, applicable data is gathered to ascertain the efficacy of various applied arts-integration strategies. The Instructional Coaches will advise Pilot schools on; 1) development and implementation of effective model programs of instruction, using evidence-based arts-integration strategies in STEM subjects for increased student achievement and school improvement; 2) evidence‐based research practices that demonstrate ways in which robust, thoughtfully planned and executed arts-integrated paradigms strengthen STEM programs in schools; and 3) ways to document and substantiate circumstances under which arts-integration strategies can be attributable to improvements in: 1) Student Learning and Mastery; 2) School Culture and Climate; 3) Student Engagement; and/or 4) Family and Community Engagement. 
The Instructional Coaches may serve up to three schools and shall be required to make at least two site visits per school; participate in at least one set of focus group interviews with all program participants; be available for virtual coaching; and  assist with the preparation and facilitation of two NJDOE facilitated professional learning opportunities. 
Instructional Coach Qualifications: The successful candidate for the contracted position of Instructional Coach shall possess the following attributes: 

· Excellent oral and written communication skills;

· Significant experience conducting programmatic and outcome-based evaluations;

· Background and experience in the realm of assessment and programmatic evaluation; 

· Knowledge of public education policy and practice;
· Experience with teaching and learning in a K-12 setting; including evidence of evaluating the teaching of k-12 teachers; and evidence of effectiveness in differentiating instruction;
· Experience working as part of a team of practitioner researchers; 

· Strong interviewing skills; 

· Expertise in longitudinal modeling, quasi-experimental design, and 

· Substantive experience in project management, group facilitation, and as a professional development service provider. 
The instructional coaches and program evaluator must be selected from among the list of pre-approved service providers identified by the New Jersey Department of Education (please see Appendix G). It is the expectation that coach will spend an equivalency of 21 days in consultation with the schools to which they are assigned. 

To facilitate virtual mentoring, Pilot schools without synchronistic video conferencing technology for mid to large size meeting rooms, will need video conferencing suites with the following capacity: 
· 90-degree field of view and 20 ft. diameter audio range optimized for groups of up to 14 people (20 people with optional expansion mics) 
· Razor sharp video: HD 1080p video with autofocus, digital pan/tilt/zoom 
· Full-duplex speakerphone: HD audio quality, four integrated omni-directional mics and advanced noise cancellation for crystal-clear conversations

BUDGET REQUIREMENTS

Indirect costs: 
Indirect costs may be requested in the budget from applicants that either 1) have a current federally negotiated indirect cost rate agreement; or 2) have never received a federally negotiated indirect cost rate agreement. The actual indirect cost rate that may be used in budgeting is a de minimis rate, which is subject to the requirements of the grant program. If indirect costs are requested, care must be taken to ensure that costs that would be considered an indirect cost are not included in the budget as a direct cost. · Applicants with a current federally negotiated indirect cost rate agreement must scan and upload a copy of their indirect cost rate agreement.
