Food security exists when all people, at all times, have physical, social, and economic access to sufficient, safe, and
nutritious food that meets their dietary needs and food preferences for an active life. This definition encompasses six
dimensions of food security: availability, access, utilization, stability, agency, and sustainability.

This county-level chart book provides a concise, visual snapshot of key food security metrics drawn from the most recent
State of Food Security in New Jersey: A Data Chart Book. It highlights selected determinants, measures, and impacts of
food security to support a shared understanding of local conditions. The profile is designed for policymakers, community
organizations, service providers, researchers, and residents to inform outreach, planning, advocacy, and research efforts.
