1. Use Case Name: Receive Information Regarding Duplicate Wage Assignment
1.1 Brief Description
This use case provides the duplicate claim provider (Other state or Federal/Military claim information provider) to notify NJLWD of a duplicate claim filed outside the state of New Jersey.
2. Flow of Events

2.1 Basic Flow 
2.1.1 UC1247 FCCC or Other state notifies NJLWD of a claim filed outside State of New Jersey 
When FCCC responds to the request for wages they would indicate that there is another state using the wages.  The system should notify the filing agent for follow up actions. (Ref. Business Use Case 2.1.1)
2.1.2 UC1248 The system will allow filing agent to compare records 
The system will provide interface with ICON system and NJ Success system that will compare claimant information to determine if NJ is the correct state of assignment. (Ref. Business Use Case 2.1.2)
2.1.3 UC1249 The system provides filing agent with an interface to notify other state 
The system should provide an interface to the ICON system to notify the other state to cancel their claim and return all wages to FCCC. (Ref. Business Use Case 2.1.3)
2.1.4 UC1250 The system sends second request for wages 
The system will send another request to FCCC using ICON system to request use of the wages.  If the employer is an NJ employer the system will send a form requesting wage information directly from employer. (Ref. Business Use Case 2.1.4)
2.1.5 UC1251 The system documents actions taken 
The system will document all information about the claim. (Ref. Business Use Case 2.1.5)
2.2 Alternative Flows

2.2.1 UC1252 Wages are correctly assigned to other state 
The system will automatically withdraw the referenced claim in NJ system.  The system will send a notice to the claimant notifying them of the action and inform them on how to claim their benefits from the other state. If an overpayment is created, the system will interface with ICON system and request reimbursement from other state.  (Extends Track Overpayments and Process Collections)
