Evacuation

If it becomes necessary to evacuate the
area, notice will be given by EAS radio
and by public address announcements
from Coast Guard and Marine Police in
boats and aircraft. Information will
include where to go and how to get
there.

What to do before you
leave...

If you have to leave your boat:

B Secure the boat in a slip or at a
dock, if possible.

B If no slip or dockage is available,
securely anchor your vessel.

B Close and lock your boat.

B Collect special medicines, food,
clothing, eyeglasses, etc., to take
with you.

B Follow the evacuation routes out of
the area. Share rides if possible
with others. Buses will be available
for people without cars.
