2019 Amendment to South Jersey
Transportation Authority Agreement

e April 12, 2019, the Pinelands Commission authorized
execution of amendment to the 2004 MOA between the
Commission and the SJTA concerning short term
development projects at the Atlantic City International
Airport.

e 2004 MOA required creation of a 290 acre Grassland
Conservation Management Area on the Airport property.

e 2019 MOA Amendment permitted SJTA to mow the on-site
Grassland Conservation Management year round.



2019 MOA Amendment (continued)
e Offset for the 2019 MOA Amendment:

e Acquisition, creation and long term maintenance of a new
Grassland Conservation and Management Area in the
Pinelands.

e Enhancement of an additional 12 acres site for frosted elfin
butterfly.

e Payments totaling Three Million Dollars were to be made to
the Pinelands Conservation Fund for the acquisition of land
with a priority given for threatened or endangered grassland
bird habitat, if available.

e Provide payment after closing and recordation of deed
restriction

e Obtain P&I approval of any requests for payment in
advance of closing
